WORD 

God speaks to us in scripture reading, preaching, and song. 

 

FIRST READING: Ezekiel 34:11-16, 20-24 

Because Israel’s kings proved to be bad shepherds, Ezekiel declares that 

the LORD will assume the role of shepherd in Israel. The LORD will also 

set over them a shepherd-messiah, “my servant David,” who will feed 

and care for the people. 

A reading from Ezekiel. 
 

11Thus says the Lord GOD: I myself will search for my sheep, and will 

seek them out. 12As shepherds seek out their flocks when they are among 

their scattered sheep, so I will seek out my sheep. I will rescue them 

from all the places to which they have been scattered on a day of clouds 

and thick darkness. 13I will bring them out from the peoples and gather 

them from the countries, and will bring them into their own land; and I 

will feed them on the mountains of Israel, by the watercourses, and in all 

the inhabited parts of the land. 14I will feed them with good pasture, and 

the mountain heights of Israel shall be their pasture; there they shall lie 

down in good grazing land, and they shall feed on rich pasture on the 
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mountains of Israel. 15I myself will be the shepherd of my sheep, and I 

will make them lie down, says the Lord GOD. 16I will seek the lost, and I 

will bring back the strayed, and I will bind up the injured, and I will 

strengthen the weak, but the fat and the strong I will destroy. I will feed 

them with justice. 

  20Therefore, thus says the Lord GOD to them: I myself will judge 

between the fat sheep and the lean sheep. 21Because you pushed with 

flank and shoulder, and butted at all the weak animals with your horns 

until you scattered them far and wide, 22I will save my flock, and they 

shall no longer be ravaged; and I will judge between sheep and sheep. 

  23I will set up over them one shepherd, my servant David, and he 

shall feed them: he shall feed them and be their shepherd. 24And I, the 

LORD, will be their God, and my servant David shall be prince among 

them; I, the LORD, have spoken.

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SECOND READING: Ephesians 1:15-23 

In this passage, God is praised for revealing ultimate divine power in 

raising Jesus from the dead. The resurrected, exalted Christ is Lord of 

both the church and the entire universe, now and in the age to come. 

A reading from Ephesians. 
 

15I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love toward all 

the saints, and for this reason 16I do not cease to give thanks for you as I 

remember you in my prayers. 17I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom and 

revelation as you come to know him, 18so that, with the eyes of your 

heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope to which he has 

called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance among the 

saints, 19and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power for us who 

believe, according to the working of his great power. 20God put this 

power to work in Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated 

him at his right hand in the heavenly places, 21far above all rule and 

authority and power and dominion, and above every name that is named, 

not only in this age but also in the age to come. 22And he has put all 

things under his feet and has made him the head over all things for the 

church, 23which is his body, the fullness of him who fills all in all.

34Then the 

king will say to those at his right hand, ‘Come, you that are blessed by 

my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of 

the world; 35for I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and 

you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you welcomed me, 
36I was naked and you gave me clothing, I was sick and you took care of 

me, I was in prison and you visited me.’ 37Then the righteous will 

answer him, ‘Lord, when was it that we saw you hungry and gave you 

food, or thirsty and gave you something to drink? 38And when was it that 

we saw you a stranger and welcomed you, or naked and gave you 
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clothing? 39And when was it that we saw you sick or in prison and 

visited you?’ 40And the king will answer them, ‘Truly I tell you, just as 

you did it to one of the least of these who are members of my family you 

did it to me.’ 41Then he will say to those at his left hand, ‘You that are 

accursed, depart from me into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and 

his angels; 42for I was hungry and you gave me no food, I was thirsty 

and you gave me nothing to drink, 43I was a stranger and you did not 

welcome me, naked and you did not give me clothing, sick and in prison 

and you did not visit me.’ 44Then they also will answer, ‘Lord, when was 

it that we saw you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in 

prison, and did not take care of you?’ 45Then he will answer them, 

‘Truly I tell you, just as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you 

did not do it to me.’ 46And these will go away into eternal punishment, 

but the righteous into eternal life.”

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 

the only Son of God, 

eternally begotten of the Father, 

God from God, Light from Light, 

true God from true God, 

begotten, not made, 

of one Being with the Father; 

through him all things were made. 

For us and for our salvation 

he came down from heaven, 

was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the virgin Mary 

and became truly human. 

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 

he suffered death and was buried. 

On the third day he rose again 

in accordance with the scriptures; 

he ascended into heaven 

and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, 

and his kingdom will have no end. 

 

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, 

who proceeds from the Father and the Son, 

who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, 

who has spoken through the prophets. 
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We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic church. 

We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 

We look for the resurrection of the dead, 

and the life of the world to come. Amen. 

 

BLESSINGS OF THE FACE MASKS

The minister may also make the sign of the cross. 

 

Name __________, in the name of our Savior Jesus Christ, be 

strengthened and filled with God’s grace, that you may confidently wear 

your face mask(s), knowing that in the power of the Spirit you are 

protecting your neighbor and those who are at risk for infection. Amen. 

 

Receive this sign of the cross as a symbol of blessing and 

encouragement as you wear your face mask before others. Amen.  

After all have been blessed, the assembly stands, and the presiding 

minister continues: 

E pule, Kakou. Let us pray. 

Living God, through the blessing and words of encouragement, grant 

comfort in difficulty to all who are in need of finding their way about in 

masks. When feeling stifled, give them your Holy Breath; when 

frustrated, give them courage; when angry, give them patience; when 

dejected, give them hope; and when feeling powerless, assure them of 

the support of your holy, masked communion of saints.  We ask this 

through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Heal the sinful divisions we erect between us and release us from habits 

and patterns of oppression and prejudice. Restore our capacity to see 

your image in those whose dignity we have stripped away, especially 

Black and Indigenous peoples, People of Color, women, migrants, and 

LGBTQ people. E ka Haku, 

E aloha mai. 

 

Pour out your Spirit on all those who are troubled in body, mind, or 

spirit, especially those afflicted in any way by the novel coronarvirus, 

and all those whom we name in our hearts and whose names we now 

speak aloud …. E ka Haku, 

E aloha mai. 

 

Here other intercessions may be offered. 
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Thank you for saints now departed who fed the hungry, clothed the 

naked, and tended to the sick. Inspire us by their example, that we may 

see your presence in those in need around us. E ka Haku, 

E aloha mai. 

 

Receive our prayers in the name of Jesus Christ our Savior, until that 

day when you gather all creation around your throne where you will 

reign forever and ever. 

Amen. 

 

CONFESSION AND FORGIVENESS (ELW p. 94) 

The presiding minister leads in the following prayer of preparation. 

God of all mercy and consolation, come to the help of your people, 

turning us from our sin to live for you alone. Give us the power of your 

Holy Spirit that we may confess our sin, receive your forgiveness, and 

grow into the fullness of Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. 

Amen. 

The following confession is prayed. 

Let us confess our sin in the presence of God and of one another. 

Silence is kept for reflection. 

Most merciful God, 

we confess that we are captive to sin and cannot free ourselves. We 

have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we 

have done and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you 

with our whole heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 

Forgive 

us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in your will and 

walk in your ways, to the glory of your holy name.

The presiding minister announces God’s forgiveness with these words. 

In the mercy of almighty God, Jesus Christ was given to die for us, and 

for his sake God forgives us all our sins. As a called and ordained 

minister of the church of Christ, and by his authority, I therefore declare 
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to you the entire forgiveness of all your sins, in the name of the Father, 

and of the ☩ Son, and of the Holy Spirit.
