HOW TO APPLY FOR AN IP PIN

What an IP PIN is:  
An IP PIN is a 6-digit number from the Internal Revenue Service that helps protect you from identity theft! 

Step 1: Go to the IRS website
· Visit: https://www.irs.gov 
· In the search bar, type “Get an IP PIN” 
· Click the page called “Get an Identity Protection PIN (IP PIN)” 
Step 2: Click “Get an IP PIN”
· On that page, click the button that says “Get an IP PIN” 
· This will take you to the login system 
Step 3: Sign in or create an account
You’ll use the IRS’s identity verification system through ID.me
· If you already have an account → Sign in 
· If not → click “Create an account” 
Step 4: Verify your identity
You’ll need to provide:
· Email address 
· Phone number 
· Social Security Number (SSN) or ITIN 
· A photo ID (like driver’s license or passport) 
Step 5: Get your IP PIN
· Once verified, your 6-digit IP PIN will appear on the screen 
· Save it somewhere safe! 


 Important tips:
· You must get a new IP PIN every year 
· Don’t share it with anyone except your tax preparer 
· You’ll need it to file your federal taxes 

 If you run into problems:
· You can choose Verify by mail, but this will take a longer time and each year you will need this to come in the mail before you file your taxes! 
· Or call the IRS for help (be prepared for a wait time)
