	UHCW Repatriation of Major Trauma patients back to Trauma Units

Kettering General Hospital & Northampton General Hospital


This process should be followed for patients who are from Northamptonshire and followed either of these two routes into the Major Trauma Centre (MTC):

1. For those who bypassed the Trauma Unit Hospital to come directly to an MTC 

Or

2. For those who were initially treated at Kettering or Northampton General Hospitals then transferred to UHCW for acute management under the Major Trauma Hyperacute Transfer process via UHCW Emergency Department.
It should be used to allow patients to receive care closer to home following major trauma.
This process is to allow flow between the Major Trauma Centre and the Trauma Units so patients can be treated in the most appropriate facility.
