Old Business:
Bridge Inspections and Repairs: Glen said that Darren Andersen is checking into the bridge inspections.  Brenda said that she did do an email to Darren Andersen (Norman County Commissioner District 5) asking about the bridge inspections and about the bridge repairs that need to be done.  Darren said in the email that he will bring up the bridge inspections at the commissioners meeting at the end of the month (August). Darren said that he did suggest to the county engineer about treated planks running length wise with slight amount of spacing for water to run though, and the belting was talked about also.  He said that he will talk to the Moonshiners staff also to get input.  Doug sent a picture to Brenda to forward to club members on what the bridges looked like at Silver Bay when they were there. Some discussion was had on this matter, which will be discussed more in the future.
