The proposed 2023 budget is $ 125,580.47 higher than the adopted 2022 budget. The majority of the proposed increase is the result of
the first payment on the capital lease for the axquisition of a new pumper apparatus approved by the voters at the February 2022 election
in the anount of $ 114,747.47. This capital lease was approvf by the Local Finance Board at their June 2022 meeting and called for the
payment of the 2023 lease payment from unreserved fund balance. The balance of the increase in the 2023 budget is to utilize the
allwable 2 % CAP allowable under state law. The bulk of these fund were appropriate under three new catagories to cover expenses for
members milage on siatrict business, Cost related to Fire Company meeting and seminE ns nuscwlINWOUS ADMINISTRATIVE
COST.

Tere are three new catagories of ecpenditures in the 2023 budget which make up $ 9,000.00 of the proposed increase in the 2023 budget
appropriation which wer devekoped to cove cost related to member personal milGE ON DISTRICT BUISINESS, fire company meeting
and seminar expenses and miscellaneous administrative expenses. The balance if the 2023 increase is related to debt service and is the
result of anew capital lease in 2022 for the acquisition of a new pumper. This appropriation was offset by the anriciparion of
uneunreservd fund balance and therefore had no effect on the amount to be fIAWS BY TAXATION

121,747.47 of unreserved fund balance to reduce the impact on the district taxpayers and in accordance with the proposal made to the

Local Finance Board when the lease was approved by them. The proposed budget doew not utilize any if the addition CAP funds
available to the district.
