I guess that you will notice that since I am writing this report 
is that I was one of the fortunate ones to win one of the 
jackpots. So here it goes….. 
The anglers onboard this trip were: 
Paul Yazaki (chartermaster), Don Merrill, Brian Peale, Jim 
Clough, Larry Natsume, Glenn Bummer, Nolan Wong, Xavier 
Lopez, Gary Gillingham, Alexander Perez, Mike Maurizio 
(MIA). 
It amazes me that all were onboard before 10:00PM when 
the boat is scheduled to leave at 4:30. I guess everyone is 
hoping to get some ZZZZZZZ’s before we leave. That might 
have been the case for most of us but I am a light sleeper 
and there were a few snorers that made the evening a little 
difficult to doze off. It might have been a blessing that I did 
not fall into a deep sleep because I have been known to kill a 
lot sheep with my loud snoring.  
Anyway there was a slight breeze while we were in the 
harbor when we left at 4:30AM and the ride was far from 
smooth.
