1. Virginia 
2. Maryland

3. North Carolina

6. Each colony was set up with different ideas in mind

II. Maryland

1. Cecilius Calvert set up a colony in Chesapeake Bay

2. Wanted a haven for Roman Catholics who faced persecution in Protestant England

3. Calvert opened it up to Protestants as well

4. Maryland Toleration Act in 1649 granted religious freedom in Maryland

5. Economy dependent on tobacco

III. The Carolinas

1. 1663 Charles II gave eight supporters a charter for a colony called Carolina

2. Colony was divided into North and South Carolina

3. The king made them royal colonies

a. North

a. Isolated by wilderness, and a rough coast

b. Made up of tobacco farmers, religious dissenters; and men who were resistant to authority

c. Subsistence farmers

b. South 

a. settled by aristocrats and planters 

b. raised cattle, cut timber, grew rice and traded

c. Charles Town was a major port city

IV. Georgia
1. James Oglethorpe colonized in 1732

2. Resettlement of English debtors and "the worthy poor" 

3. Called a "buffer state" to defend the colonies against Spanish Florida

4. The colony's charter prohibited slavery.

5. Oglethorpe formed a trading relationship with the natives
