Colorguard FAQ

Is colorguard a class?

Yes! It is a semester-long class which meets during 5 period in the fall. You will run into 6%
period a little bit, which will usually be your scheduled lunch. We practice outside every 5%
period unless the weather is bad, so you will want to plan to have appropriate clothing.
Colorguard activities conclude sometime in November, so for the last part of the first semester
you will be assigned to a study hall. Colorguard members who also play band instruments will
NOT sign up for the colorguard class—it is part of their band class.

I didn’t sign up for colorguard on my schedule? Can I still add it?

Yes! You can do that after colorguard tryouts in the spring. You will need to make sure that you
have room in your schedule. If your schedule is too tight, we recommend putting off speech,
health, tech ed, or PE until a later year when there is more flexibility.

Would colorguard count toward my PE requirement?
Yes! If you do two years of colorguard and fill out the necessary paperwork, your PE
requirement can be waived.

Are there after-school commitments?

Yes. Check out the band calendar (there will also be a copy under the “News & Info” tab at
www.gahannabands.org) to see the schedule of games, parades, and after-school practices. In
addition, Coach Widder will have additional after-school practices which she will tell you about.
This calendar may change slightly as we get closer to the end of the year.

Maybe. Band members can miss 4™ of July rehearsals and performances if their family is out of
town, but band camp days are mandatory. In case of the July 4™ rehearsals and performances,
you will be excused if you provide Mr. Cebriak with a written note in advance of the absence.
Even if you won’t be in town for the performances, you should come to the rehearsals.

Whom do | contact in case of absence?

Coach Widder AND Mr. Cebriak (he is in charge of your grade!). Advance notification is
necessary for excusal. If you are ill, let us know immediately. Attendance is essential for the
success of our group. Absences may result in your not being permitted to perform on a given
week.
