God	said,	Let	us	make	man	in	our	image,	after	our	likeness:	and	let	them	
have	dominion	over	the	fish	of	the	sea,	and	over	the	fowl	of	the	air,	and	over	the	cattle,	and	over	all	the	earth,	
and	over	every	creeping	thing	that	creepeth	upon	the	earth.”

11	I	indeed	baptize	you	with	water	unto	repentance.	but	he	that	cometh	after	me	is	mightier	than	I,	whose	
shoes	I	am	not	worthy	to	bear:	he	shall	baptize	you	with	the	Holy	Ghost,	and	with	fire:

Acts	1	and	2	
“And,	being	assembled	together	with	them,	commanded	them	that	they	should	not	depart	from	Jerusalem,	
but	wait	for	the	promise	of	the	Father,	which,	saith	he,	ye	have	heard	of	me.	For	John	truly	baptized	with	
water;	but	ye	shall	be	baptized	with	the	Holy	Ghost	not	many	days	hence.	But	ye	shall	receive	power,	after	
that	the	Holy	Ghost	is	come	upon	you:	and	ye	shall	be	witnesses	unto	me	both	in	Jerusalem,	and	in	all	Judaea,	
and	in	Samaria,	and	unto	the	uttermost	part	of	the	earth.	And	when	he	had	spoken	these	things,	while	they	
beheld,	he	was	taken	up;	and	a	cloud	received	him	out	of	their	sight.”	Acts 	 1:4-5,	8-9 	 KJV      	
	
“And	when	the	day	of	Pentecost	was	fully	come,	they	were	all	with	one	accord	in	one	place.	And	suddenly	
there	came	a	sound	from	heaven	as	of	a	rushing	mighty	wind,	and	it	filled	all	the	house	where	they	were	
sitting.

Acts	6:7	
“And	the	word	of	God	increased;	and	the	number	of	the	disciples	multiplied	in	Jerusalem	greatly;	and	a	great	
company	of	the	priests	were	obedient	to	the	faith.”	Acts	6:7	KJV	
	
1	Corinthians	12:3-13	
“Wherefore	I	give	you	to	understand,	that	no	man	speaking	by	the	Spirit	of	God	calleth	Jesus	accursed:	and	
that	no	man	can	say	that	Jesus	is	the	Lord,	but	by	the	Holy	Ghost.	Now	there	are	diversities	of	gifts,	but	the	
same	Spirit.	And	there	are	differences	of	administrations,	but	the	same	Lord.	And	there	are	diversities	of	
operations,	but	it	is	the	same	God	which	worketh	all	in	all.	But	the	manifestation	of	the	Spirit	is	given	to	every	
man	to	profit	withal.	For	to	one	is	given	by	the	Spirit	the	word	of	wisdom;	to	another	the	word	of	knowledge	
by	the	same	Spirit;	To	another	faith	by	the	same	Spirit;	to	another	the	gifts	of	healing	by	the	same	Spirit;	To	
another	the	working	of	miracles;	to	another	prophecy;	to	another	discerning	of	spirits;	to	another	divers	kinds	
of	tongues;	to	another	the	interpretation	of	tongues:	But	all	these	worketh	that	one	and	the	selfsame	Spirit,	
dividing	to	every	man	severally	as	he	will.	For	as	the	body	is	one,	and	hath	many	members,	and	all	the	
members	of	that	one	body,	being	many,	are	one	body:	so	also	is	Christ.	For	by	one	Spirit	are	we	all	baptized	
into	one	body,	whether	we	be	Jews	or	Gentiles,	whether	we	be	bond	or	free;	and	have	been	all	made	to	drink	
into	one	Spirit.”	1	Corinthians 	 12:3-13 	 KJV
