Aim: How well did FDR’s New Deal provide for the immediate needs of people during the Great Depression?
I. FDR’s New Deal

· combat three areas: 
· Relief: for those suffering

· Recovery: for the economy

· Reform: to avoid future depressions 

A. Relief Legislation

1. Emergency Banking Act: 

· closed banks by declaring a bank holiday.

· Banks that reopened were safe
2. Federal Emergency Relief Act: 

· money given to states for direct relief for poor

3. Public Works Administration:

· building schools and bridges, constructing, roads, sewers, public housing, etc. 
4. Civilian Conservation Corps: 

· Young men worked to preserve natural resources

5. Tennessee Valley Authority: 

· Created jobs and cheap electricity

· flood control to 7 states through dam construction on Tennessee River

B. Recovery

1. National Industrial Recovery Act: 

· codes that regulated wages, work conditions, prices

2. Agricultural Adjustment Act (AAA)

· paid farmers to reduce farming

· paid farmers to store overproduced crops

C. Reform 

1. Glass-Steagall Banking Act: 

· created the FDIC 

· Protected bank deposits up to $5,000. 

2. Securities Exchange Act: 

· SEC: regulated stock exchanges 

· eliminated dishonest practices. 

3. Social Security Act: 

· Insurance for unemployed, elderly, ill, and handicapped 

4. National Labor Relations Act (Wagner):

· protected the right to form unions and collective bargaining

5. Fair Labor Standards Act:

· minimum wage and set wages 

· Banned child labor
