I. INTRODUCTION

B. Give Title of Talk by first talking about the three-day weekend, and then Fourth 

Days 

II. WHAT TO DO WITH THIS EPIPHANY WEEKEND 
A. What to do with this weekend-put in a scrapbook?, fuggedaboudit?, Use it to make a profound difference in your life? 

B. Allow God’s love into your life and allow it to expand. 

III. GOING BACK INTO THE WORLD 
A. The world has not changed in the last three days – elaborate on issues they face – violence, loneliness, racial tension, boredom, etc. You may find yourself angry when you return to your living unit – it’s very different from here. Be prepared for that anger. 

B. While in God’s safe space you have let down masks and shared openly. When you go back you may find people testing you or watching you. There are some who will try to pull you away from God. But God is stronger than that!. 

C. You may find it hard to stay connected with God. Jesus knew that the world has a strong pull on people and warned His disciples to be “wise yet choose to treat others with gentleness and respect. 

D. Growing as a Christian take practice; it takes time to build spiritual muscles. 

E. God gave us His Spirit to lead us and strengthen us. 

IV. GROWING IN FAITH AND GOD’S LOVE-STAYING CONNECTED 
A. Four things to remember from this weekend 

1. God’s Love: God loves you as His precious child 

2. Christian Family: You are part of a Christian family that loves and accepts you 

3. Overcoming Obstacles: there is no problem so big or bad that you and God together cannot handle it. 

4. Your experience: no one can take away the experience of this weekend – no one! 

B. Five things to do to stay connected with God 

1. Study the Bible-Basic Instruction Before Leaving Earth 

2. Attend Worship services at your chapel 

3. Use the objects from the weekend to remind you of God’s love – 

Tshirts, new Bible, the cross, agape 

4. Share Christian fellowship with others-come to reunions 

5. Love and support each other on your faith walk here at the 

institution – words of encouragement, prayer, remind each other 

of God’s love
