THE CITY OF JONESBORO, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION

AN ORDINANCE VACATING CERTAIN ALLEYS IN THE

CITY OF JONESBORO FOR PURPOSES OF THE

CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW UNION COUNTY COURTHOUSE


THAT WHEREAS, the County of Union is currently in the process of building a

new Union County Courthouse; and


WHEREAS, there exists on the real property, owned and/or acquired by the 

County of Union where the new Courthouse property will be situated, several alleys

previously dedicated to the City of Jonesboro; and


WHEREAS, it is hereby necessary to vacate said alleys as the same will no longer

be accessible or usable by the City of Jonesboro upon the completion of the new

Union County Courthouse; and


WHEREAS, it has been determined that no public or private utility lines are

situated in said alleys such that their closing will in no way adversely affect utility

services to utility customers who receive services from the City of Jonesboro; and


WHERREAS, pursuant to Section 11-91-1 of the Illinois Municipal Code, the

Jonesboro City Council has determined that the continued use and/or existence of

said alleys by the City is subservient to the public interests  to be served in the

construction of a new Union County Courthouse; and


WHEREAS, the City Council has also determined that the relief to the public of

any further burden and responsibility of maintaining the alleys to be vacated

constitutes a public use and/or public interest which authorized said vacation.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED as follows:


Section 1.  That all or parts of three (3) allies previously dedicated to the

City of Jonesboro, Illinois, as identified on the City Plat Map and as more specifically

identified on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference

thereto, ARE HEREBY VACATED.


Section 2.  That a public hearing has been held at the Jonesboro City Hall in

Jonesboro, Illinois, on April 16, 2012, immediately prior to the passage and adoption

of this Ordinance, after a Notice of Hearing was published in The Gazette-Democrat,
being a newspaper of general circulation, a copy of which is attached hereto and

incorporated herein by reference thereto, more than fifteen (15) days prior to said

hearing, all in full conformity with the requirements of Section 11-19-1 of the Illinois

Municipal Code.


Section 3.  That no compensation shall be sought or received by the City 

Of  Jonesboro in vacating said alleys as the adjoining properties are either owned by

the County of Union and/or the value of the property being acquired by the adjoining

landowners is so minimal as to be inconsequential, such that said vacated alleys are

hereby equally divided and the real property shall inure to the adjoining landowners.


Section 4.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage and adoption by

not fewer than a three-fourths (3/4) majority of the Aldermen holding office.

A PREVIOUSLY-EXISITING ALLEY IN THE CITY OF JONESBORO, UNION COUNTY, ILLINOIS, BEING THIRTEEN FEET (13’) IN WIDTH, RUNNING EAST AND WEST BETWEEN ORANGE STREET AND LOCUST STREET, BEGINNING ON THE WESTERLY BOUNDARY LINE OF LOCUST STREET AND RUNNING BETWEEN LOTS 5 THROUGH 14 OF WILLIS WILLARD’S ADDITION TO THE CITY OF JONESBORO, ILLINOIS, ON THE SOUTH, AND ON THE NORTH, BETWEEN LOTS 1 AND 31 THROUGH 40 OF WILLIS WILLARD’S THIRD (3RD) ADDITION TO THE CITY OF JONESBORO, UNION COUNTY, ILLINOIS’; ALSO,

A PREVIOUSLY EXISTING ALLEY IN THE CITY OF JONESBORO, UNION COUNTY, ILLINOIS, TWENTY FEET (20’) IN WIDTH AND ONE HUMDRED THIRTY-THREE FEET (133’) IN LENGTH, RUNNING NORTH FROM THE SOUTHERNMOST BOUNDARY OF MISSISSIPPI STREET BETWEEN LOTS 37 AND 38 OF WILLIS WILLARD’S THIRD (3RD) ADDITION TO THE CITY OF JONESBORO, UNION COUNTY, ILLINOIS; AND ALSO,

A PREVIOUSLY EXISTING ALLEY IN THE CITY OF JONESBORO, UNION COUNTY, ILLINOIS, THIRTEEN FEET (13’) IN WIDTH AND ONE HUNDRED SIXTY-FIVE FEET (165’) IN LENGTH, BEGINNING ON THE EASTERLY BOUNDARY OF LOCUST STREET AND RUNNING EAST AND WEST BETWEEN LOTS 2,3 AND 4 OF WILLIS WILLARD’S ADDI;TION ON THE SOUTH, AND LOTS 2,3 AND 4 OF WILLIS WILLARD’S FOURTH 4TH ADDITION TO THE CITY OF JONESBORO, ILLINOIS, ON THE NORTH, AND ALL BEING SITUATED IN THE CITY OF JONESBORO, UNION COUNTY, ILLINOIS.
