Water Department Report —

Mr. Tynan showed council one of the old impellers that was replaced in a high service pump
this year. All of the high and low service pumps at the water plant have been rebuilt this year
doubling the pumping capacity. Prior to the repairs, the high service pumps operated an
average of 14 hours per day to keep up with demand versus 5 hours per day after the repairs.
