GOOD CHOICE: 
Wild-type or Straight Native Species, originating 
outside our ecoregion. 

 
  

TAKE CAUTION IN CHOOSING: 
Native Cultivars (Nativars) - changes in color or form 
cannot provide the same ecological function as the 
Straight Species Native Plant.
