Pastor’s Corner
       
I can’t remember the last time I was “pulled” in so many directions to comment on things happening around us.  As I write this – 2 weeks after Charlie Kirk’s assassination – I wonder if the Spirit is calling me to speak into the turmoil, with words about the power of faith, the importance of free speech in our society, and the ultimate centrality of witnessing to Christ.  It would fill 10 pages.  Like I’ve learned with trying to text someone about a delicate matter – the ‘written word’ has limits.  Much of what’s in my heart (a lot of our hearts) is best addressed either one-to-one, or in small groups, where we can discuss and prevent misunderstanding.  This is one of the reasons why I’ve been trying so hard to help Puckety enhance its small group ministry.  We’ve had an average of 85-90 people in church the last 3 Sundays (at least 100 different people minimum) – and yet we only received 27 small group surveys back.  Of those 27 surveys, 21 are already currently in a small group (or have been in the last year).  I’m very grateful for the enthusiasm of our “veteran” participants to try something new.  Nevertheless, the purpose of the relaunch was to get our other folks not in a small group (b/n 60 and 70 people) to get plugged into one.  Maybe I’ll just give a personal, concrete example, instead to trying to convince you of the and biblical pattern & precedent…  I need a small group.  With the anxiety I have felt in the past 8 weeks – losing a beloved pet (and recently getting a new one we’ve discovered has significant health issues), repeated discussions – albeit important ones – about policies affecting our relationship with our neighboring schools, the political tension I feel coming at me from friends on both sides of the WIDE spectrum, various folks needing to back away from various ministries (often for good reasons, but still creating a vacuum of leadership & volunteers), I need to remember I’m not alone.  A small group is a blessed place where some of that pressure finds a “relief valve.”  
        Don’t misunderstand me – a small group is way more than a place to “vent.”  It is a place where you find sisters and brothers to listen to you, to “carry each other’s burdens” (Galatians 6:2), to share God’s perspective and counsel from his Word, speak truth, give encouragement and exhortation, and be prayed for.  Let me be clear: this absolutely essential aspect of the Church cannot be accomplished in a weekly worship service or private devotional time.  When our Reformed heritage includes as one of the 6 great ends of the church, the “shelter, nurture, and cross-shaped fellowship of the children of God,” this kind of regular, spiritual fellowship is what it means (Book of Order F-1.0304).  It’s right out of Acts 2 by the way. So, if you’re “anxious” like I am, if you feel like you don’t have enough time to do all the things you need to do, if you feel sometimes like people don’t understand you or what you’re going through … you know what I’m going to say.  God has something in mind for that.  My friends, reach out, and form a group today where you can support one another, particularly in your discipleship, in better following Jesus, in knowing him, and the power of his resurrection.

A Devotional for You -  Please read Philippians 4:4-9
         God knew exactly what he was doing.  A couple months back when I was led to do a series on Philippians for end of summer / start of fall, I had no idea how much (seriously how MUCH) I would need the Spirit’s words in chapter 4 exactly when I was studying and preparing for the message, including the words about not being anxious, and the secret of contentment in any and every situation.  But for this devotional I wanted us to focus on verses 8-9.   Virtually every Christian will smile and nod in agreement at the exhortation to think about “whatever is true, whatever his honorable, whatever is pure” – pretty much all Christians say, “absolutely, Amen!”  But when we start to get specific and concrete about what those things are – when we start to talk about relationships, sexuality, education, involvement in social justice, what is “true” and “pure” quickly becomes volatile and sensitive subject matter.  And yet, CLEARLY, Paul doesn’t want us to just think of these things in our heads and leave them there, because at the end of the next verse he says, “practice these things.”  
        So, we have to ask ourselves what are the primary virtues, and how should we live them out?  I believe our culture, over time, has replaced former primary virtues for quite different ones, particularly the value of “tolerance.”  I would like to share a helpful quote from C.S. Lewis – a professor of history – who gives a timely perspective to guide us: “For about 60 years (over 100 years for us), we have so concentrated on one of the virtues – “kindness” – that most us of do not feel anything except kindness to be really good or anything but cruelty to be really bad.  And if one virtue must be cultivated at the expense of all the rest – though obviously Christ and his Apostles call for more – none may have a higher claim than “mercy.”  In many places, indeed, there still isn’t enough mercy.  But the current idea of kindness is not the same – it is much closer to the idea of tolerance.  So, the trouble becomes that ‘kindness’ is a quality fatally easy to attribute to ourselves on inadequate grounds.  A person easily comes to console himself for his other vices by a conviction that ‘his heart’s in the right place,’ though he has never made a costly sacrifice for a fellow creature.  Biblical love – which is a sacrifice of self - is not the same as tolerance.  I believe we have given too much ground by lowering temperance, chastity, and particularly courage, from the primary virtues – for they are better at framing love.  
	If you are ever tempted to think that we modern Western people cannot ‘really be so very bad’ because we are comparatively speaking, ‘humane,’ or ‘tolerant’ – if in other words you think God might be content with us on that ground – ask yourself whether you think God ought to be content with the cruelty of cruel ages because they excelled in courage or chastity.  You will see, if you look fairly, that this is an impossibility.  From considering how the ‘cruelty’ of our ancestors looks to us, you may get some inkling how our softness, worldliness, and timidity, would have looked to them, and hence how both look to God!”  [C.S. Lewis, The Problem of Pain, italics mine].  Someone reading Lewis may think him rigid or ‘harsh,’ but what I find interesting is the deep objectivity of his insights.  What this means is that we should continually be doing a “self-check” on what we think is “true and honorable and pure…” by again and again seeing how God defines those concepts, and to not be afraid of examining what the earliest generations of believers thought of as “pure,” “honorable,” and “admirable.”  If we practice these things, as Paul writes, we will at least face resistance, and in some cases, Jesus warned us, persecution.  If you delve into the Gospels and Epistles, you’ll be surprised how ‘love’ particularly is exemplified and defined by the Lord and his representatives – I know I have been, time and again.  But it’s worth it.  Love is worth it.  Jesus is worth it.  And it’s what the Kingdom looks like.  God bless you all, and may he fill you with His Spirit, so that his fruit grows abundantly in your life (Galatians 5:22ff.) This organization offers training, education, and humanitarian aid, as well as working with local churches and ministry partners for the purpose of teaching the gospel of Jesus Christ. This year, three categories are being presented to you, the congregation, to prayerfully consider a Samaritan’s Purse gift donation to any of the categories listed below. Please read the descriptions.  

1. Bring Clean Water to a Community – A Clean Water Project
To disaster-stricken areas – an emergency response – to provide clean water, sanitation such as latrines, and deliver water tanks.
