The prophet Jeremiah speaks of the incurable wound of his suffering yet finds in
God’s words the delight of his heart. When Peter doesn’t grasp Jesus’ words about
suffering, Jesus tells the disciples they will find their lives in losing them. Such
sacrificial love is described by Paul when he urges us to associate with the lowly
and not repay evil with evil. In worship we gather as a community that we might
offer ourselves for the sake of our suffering world.

LITURGY OF THE WORD
FIRST READING Jeremiah 15:15-21

Jeremiah’s delight in the word of the LORD is contradicted by the heaviness of
God’s hand upon him and God’s seeming unfaithfulness. God’s tough love to
Jeremiah says that if he repents, he will be allowed to continue in his strenuous
ministry. Jeremiah is strengthened by the simple words, “I am with you.”

Paul presents benchmarks for faithful relationships with Christians and non-
Christians. Love is the unflagging standard of our behavior. When we encounter
evil, we do not resort to its tactics but seek to overcome it with good. While
Christians cannot control the actions and attitudes of others, we seek to live at
peace with all people.

““Then Jesus told his disciples, “If any want to become my followers, let them
deny themselves and take up their cross and follow me. ’For those who want to
save their life will lose it, and those who lose their life for my sake will find it.
*“For what will it profit them if they gain the whole world but forfeit their life? Or
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what will they give in return for their life?

*’“For the Son of Man is to come with his angels in the glory of his Father, and
then he will repay everyone for what has been done. “*Truly I tell you, there are
some standing here who will not taste death before they see the Son of Man
coming in his kingdom.”
