I. The Election of 1800
· Candidates  supported by political parties

· Federalists- John Adams 

· Republicans- Thomas Jefferson

· Jefferson won, with help from Hamilton

· In 1801, the Federalists turned over control of the government 
· called the “revolution of 1800” 

· The country was becoming democratic

· After 1812, the Federalist Party was no longer significant

Thomas Jefferson: the Man
· Third president of the United States 
· Faith in the common people
· He considered democracy the ideal form of gov’t

· Limited role of the government

· protection of civil liberties

· Remembered for: 

1. The Declaration of independence

2. The Virginia Statute of Religious Freedom 

3. The University of Virginia
Thomas Jefferson: the President
1. Changed Federalist policies:

· Repealed the excise tax on whiskey

· Limited the expenditures of the army and navy

· Reduce the national debt

· Repealed the Naturalization Act and Alien and Sedition Acts 
· John Adams created the Judiciary Act of 1801

· created new judgeships called the “midnight judges”

· Jefferson repealed this act
2. Continued Federalist policies

· continued Hamilton’s financial program

· continued the full repayment of domestic debt

· Jefferson reaffirmed the policy of isolation

· Jefferson made changes that would reshape the future of the American nation
