 After the cultural park, we depart on the Skyrail Rainforest Cableway, and have time to 

eat lunch and shop on our own at the Kuranda market. We then regroup and enjoy the 

Scenic Train through the Rainforest, back to Cairns.  

 

 We then return to the hotel to freshen up, and walk to our group Farewell Dinner at the 

Rydges Fire & Ice Seafood Restaurant to celebrate our tour. The rest of the evening is
