You can actually go inside these 5 castles hiding in Texas!

1. Newman’s Castle a one-of-a-kind custom creation hidden just outside of Bellville in the rolling

countryside. The castle features a moat, a massive working 3,000 lb. drawbridge, a chapel, five

round corner turrets, a courtyard, and a central keep with a dramatic view of the surrounding

lands.

2. 290 Wine Castle at Chateau de Chasse in Johnson City offers a unique combination of

medieval architecture and Texas winemaking. The castle stands on a hill overlooking expansive

vineyards, and was built to mimic those found in Europe, with stone walls and rustic decor that

transport you to another time. Inside, you’ll find a tasting room where you can sample wines made

from grapes grown right on the property.

3. Falkenstein Castle Imagine stepping into a fairy tale as you enter Falkenstein Castle, found in

the scenic hills near Burnet, Texas. This enchanting castle is inspired by the famous

Neuschwanstein Castle in Germany. Because the castle is a private property, it’s not open for

daily public tours like some other places. However, that doesn’t mean you’re completely out of

luck if you want to see the castle’s beauty up close - it is a popular venue for weddings. But one of

the best things about Falkenstein Castle is that you can book it on Airbnb and stay overnight.

4. The Castle at Rockwall is located just outside of Dallas in Rockwall, Texas. This modern castle,

designed for grand events, combines the elegance of a historic castle with the amenities of a

luxury venue. Its design takes inspiration from traditional European castles with stone walls and

dramatic archways. While The Castle at Rockwall is primarily an event venue, it also opens its

doors to the public for various events throughout the year, such as holiday parties or open house

days.

5. Bishop’s Palace (Gresham’s Castle) a true architectural masterpiece located in the historic

heart of Galveston. Known also as Gresham’s Castle, this grand residence was built in the late

1800s for Walter Gresham and his family by the renowned architect Nicholas Clayton. Its sturdy

stone structure and intricate details have withstood the test of time, including the catastrophic

1900 Galveston hurricane. The tour of the palace lets you explore three floors of history where

you can admire the beautiful stained glass windows, luxurious wood paneling, and intricate

carvings that make this building unique.

People are moving to Texas in large numbers. It’s one of the five fastest growing states in
the country. Here are some helpful links to get you started:
 

Drivers License Information - After moving, you can drive with a valid, unexpired
driver license for up to 90 days.
Texas Department of Motor Vehicles - You have 30 days from the time you move
here to register your vehicle in the state. 
Texas Toll Tag - Use your TxTag to pay tolls in Texas, Colorado, Oklahoma, and
Kansas.
Texas Department of Education - Locate your child's new school
Texas Secretary of State - Register to Vote
