Monthly Report for November 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of November 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.
On Tuesday, November 1st at approximately 5:35pm Officers responded to a residence on Walnut Road for a theft complaint.  The complainant reported that person(s) unknown had taken seven (7) 6-foot dog eared privacy fence panels from the yard with a combined value of approximately $350.00.
On Thursday, November 10th at approximately 4:15pm officers responded to a residence on Eastwood Road for a theft complaint.  The complainant reported that person(s) unknown had taken a Yard Works yard sweeper valued at approximately $250.00.

On Sunday, November 13th at approximately 12:21am officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy H near the Hwy 120 intersection for suspicion of impaired driving.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 47-year-old female was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally, the driver was issued a uniform traffic citation for operating a motor vehicle with a prohibited alcohol concentration.

On Monday, November 14th at approximately 7:29am officers responded to a report of a suspicious vehicle parked in the parking lot of the public hunting grounds on Hafs Road.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 26-year-old female subject was issued a non-traffic citation for possession of drug paraphernalia.

On Sunday, November 20th at approximately 1:05am officers executed a traffic stop for a speeding violation which had occurred on Hwy 120.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 27-year-old male driver was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  Charges of bail jumping have been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.  Additionally, the driver was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense , exceeding zone & posted limits, resisting/obstructing a police officer and an active arrest warrant.
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During the month of November 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 582 calls for service compared to 1,156 calls for service during the month of November 2015.  During the month of November 2016 the police department affected 88 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 138 arrests during the month of November 2015.
