Hydrants – Chief Berg contacted our attorney concerning the hydrants.  He agreed that we do not own the hydrants and PUD should be maintaining them.

Chief’s Report:   
· Chief Berg asked Robert Ferrell from the WSRB to come talk to the commissioners about how the WSRB works.  He stated that they work for the insurance companies by providing various types of information for fire insurance premiums.  They rate fire departments every five years and Big Lake is currently at a protection class rating of 5.   They look at various things including number of active volunteers/staffing, training records, hose/pump testing records, water systems/hydrants and they make sure we have current SOGs.  Big Lake was last evaluated in 2020.
· Hose testing was completed last week.  There was 200 feet of hose that failed.

· Ladder testing was also completed last week and all ladders passed.
