Criteria

e Applicant must have a “C” or 2.0 or higher grade point average

e Applicant must be matriculating at a college, university, or other
accredited institution of higher learning. Applicants must be
accepted at the institution before a scholarship award can be sent.
The scholarship award check will be made payable to the institution
and mailed directly to the financial aid office.

e Only complete applications with an official high school transcript
submitted on or before the deadline will be considered. A checklist is
provided for your convenience.

e All applicants will be interviewed by a panel from the Scholarship
Committee

Recipients of RMBC Scholarships and Awards will be presented on June
16, 2019 during the 10:30 a.m. service. Special consideration may be given to

applicants who are experiencing financial hardships.
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
