  It is HIGHLY recommended that your child take at least 2 lessons at our stable prior to attending our Horse Camp. This allows the student to feel comfortable, familiar, and more confident. We will offer several different Camps this year. I am actively working on this; therefore, when you email me please provide age weeks you are interested in attending, and riding experience. This information will assist us in planning our schedule. Pricing will also be different for each Camp, which is based on skill and level of instruction received. We will offer half and full day camps with various horse related activities according to rider’s skill and experience.

Besides learning basic care of a horse, children will learn other responsibilities such as cleaning stalls, feeding etc. All camps will offer plenty of crafts, games and “horsey” activities. Week long camps will have a “Mini Show” for parents and families each Friday.
PROGRAMS OFFERED

ADVANCE \d 4The Pony Program is dedicated to children ages 4-7. The focus of this program is building a solid foundation with basic riding skills and safety while keeping fun in mind. In addition to developing proper riding skills, these children build confidence and self-esteem. All lessons begin in a 50 foot round pen with ponies led by the instructor. As the child learns the necessary skills and develops their confidence, the lead rope is removed and the instructor moves further away from the pony and student, always ready to step in to reassure or assist as necessary. As the children progress through the building blocks of the Preschool Pony Program, they will develop the skills and confidence to control their ponies independently. SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Beginner Riding Program is for children 7 years of age or older

who have had little to no exposure to horses and horseback riding. The student, horse and instructor work together to build a strong, relaxed and confident foundation for riding success. Students learn how to use a positive attitude improving self confidence,

self esteem, and self respect along the way.

We help the student focus on “what I can do” and “what I will do” rather than “what I can’t do” and “what my horse won’t do”. The beginner student will learn how to handle a horse on the ground and natural horsemanship in addition to learning balance and control in the saddle. 

Walk, trot, transitions, and patterns are the riding skills we focus on at this level.
Intermediate Riding Program  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This program continues to hone the basic riding skills and adds cantering and more complex transition and pattern work to the lesson plan.

In addition, the students will learn Natural Horsemanship seven games, how to read a horses body language and understand how to work with horses of many different levels and abilities.

Once the student is comfortable in the saddle introductions to jumping, dressage, competitive trail riding, western, contesting and other areas of interest can be added to the program.
Pre Fair Boot Camp – Shine your boots and tack, its show time!! This camp is dedicated to our students with a competitive side.  Students will be practicing their moves and patterns to build confidence for the ring for every displine from showmanship, halter, Western/English pleasure/equitation, jumping, dressage, driving, saddleseat, reining and more! We will also be covering what the judge is looking for, tips to place higher in the ring, arena etiquette, ring attire/ presence for the horse and rider etc. 
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1In addition to Private instruction and semi-private lessons, the camps are strongly encouraged because it gives children the opportunity to build friendships and memories, by play games on and off the horse, water fights, crafts, the additional skills needed to ride with others and much more!!!

ALL students at Transitions Equestrian Center are offered instruction on

equine behavior/instincts, horse care /grooming, basic stable management/nutrition, safety around horses, anatomy/physiology/bio mechanics, tack cleaning/maintenance, saddling/bridling, safe and quite riding and putting on a halter/tying.

1. Riding Student (parent and/or guardian if Riding Student is a minor), understands the hazards, dangers, and inherent risks involved with horse handling. These risks include dangers and conditions that are innate part of equine activities and a horse’s unpredictable nature and temperament that may cause injury, harm, or death. Such activities include, but are not limited to the following:
· Biting, kicking, falling, being stepped on, bucking, rearing, shying, fleeing, spooking
· Unpredictable and/or erratic reactions to injuries, ailments, medications, unfamiliar objects, situations, noises, people, animals, movements, hazards, obstacles, terrain, or tack
· Collision with objects or other horses
· Problems resulting from another rider not maintaining control over his/her horse
2. Riding Student (parent and/or guardian if Riding Student is a minor), assumes responsibility for all risks entailed in/or arising from Riding Student’s use of or presence on the Riding Instructor’s property or facility. Such risks include, but are not limited to the following:
· Bodily injury and/or death
· Property damage, sustained by Riding Student in relation to the riding facility and it’s operation
· Falls, kicks, bites, collision with objects or other horses
· Fire
· Unavailability of emergency medical care
· Negligence and/or deliberate act of another person
3. Riding Student (parent and/or guardian if Riding Student is a minor), agrees to hold stable, it’s owner/s, Riding Instructor, and all staff affiliates completely free and harmless from claims, loss, litigation, demands, actions and causes of actions, injuries, damages, liability and cost or expense arising out of Riding Student’s use of or presence on the Riding Instructor’s or stable’s property and facilities, including without limitation those based on the following:

5. Riding Student, (parent and/or guardian if Riding Student is a minor) assumes responsibility for all risks entailed in/or arising from Riding Student’s use of or presence on the Riding Instructor’s property or facility and holds Riding Instructor free and harmless from any and all claims, damages, judgments, expenses and/or attorney fees, which arise from use or presence on said property or facility.
6. Riding Student, (parent and/or guardian if Riding Student is a minor) agrees to abide by all Riding Instructor’s rules and regulations.
