On arrival in Cochin, you will be transferred to a Restaurant for breakfast and then your Hotel 

for check-in.  As it may still be early morning, you may have to wait for a couple of hours before 

your rooms become available.   Cochin, has been a trading port since Roman times when it was 

on the main trade route between Europe and China and is still orientated around the bay whose 

neck is lined with the enormous cantilevered cheenavalas (Chinese fishing nets). The town has 

had a Jewish community since at least the 6th century and has been occupied by the Portuguese, 

Dutch and British before independence. 

In the afternoon, enjoy a Kathakali dance performance, a stylized classical Indian originated in 

17th-century and is noted for the attractive make-up of characters, elaborate costumes, detailed 

gestures and well-defined body movements presented in tune with the anchor playback music

Post check out to your hotel, visit the Agra Fort, a 16th century Mughal monument and UNESCO 
World Heritage Site, an imposing sandstone citadel on the banks of the River Yamuna, which became 
the prison of Mughal emperor Shah Jahan. Drive to Delhi, stepping into the streets of this treasure-
trove city, we will feel as if we have taken a journey back in time, with remnants of lost empires on 
almost every corner. From flower markets to sari-clad women, all the nuances of India are on show 
in Delhi.

Pinnawala Elephant Orphanage  (Duration of visit: approx 1 – 1 ½  Hours)   

 
Features one of the biggest herds of captive elephants in the world. The Pinnawela herd today 

numbers nearly 71 and is easily one of the most popular tourist attractions in Sri Lanka. The main 

attraction at Pinnawela is watching the elephants walking down to the river twice a day to have their 

bath. Feeding time for baby elephants is also a very popular time at the orphanage.  Evening at 

leisure.  Overnight: Amaya Lake Meals: Breakfast & Dinner  

After breakfast proceed to Polonnaruwa (65Km/1h30m) 

Polonnaruwa Ancient Kingdom (Duration of visit: approx 2 – 2 ½ Hours)   
 
It would take you a while to fathom that such a city ever existed many years ago and after you return 

to your true senses the journey through this colossal city would be nothing less than magical. 

Polonnaruwa is Sri Lanka's second oldest kingdom and features a plethora of ruins and places of 

religious worship. Some of the many interesting places to visit in Polonnaruwa include the Gal 

Viharaya (Stone temple), Lankathilake, Tivanka Image House, Nissanka Latha Mandapaya, the 

Audience Hall and the Vatadage. 

Afternoon at leisure. 

Optionally: Engage in a safari at Minneriya National Park (US $55.00 per person) 

Minneriya National Park (Duration of visit: approx 3 ½  – 4 Hours)   
 

The extent of the Minneriya national park is approximately 8889 hectares. Dry zone plant and Animal 

Species are common. The elephant is a highlight of the park. Approximately 160 species of birds, 9 

amphibians, 25 reptile species, 26 fish species, and more than 78 butterfly species can also be found 

here. There are also rare bamboo trees in this park which is unique to Minneriya national park.

Sigiriya Located a few hours’ drive from Colombo, Sigiriya is a magnificent rock fortress built in the 
5th century A.D.  This majestic Citadel in the sky was the refuge of King Kasyapa and is world-
renowned for its Mirror Wall’, which consists of poems and paragraphs carved by some of the 
thousands of visitors who visited the rock many years ago, and for its magnificent frescoes, similar 
to the Ajantha frescoes of India. 
 
Thereafter proceed to Kandy and en route visit the Muthu Mariamman Kovil and the Matale

Kandy Temple and City (Duration of visit : approx 1 ½  – 2 Hours) 

The Sri Dalada Maligawa or the Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic is a temple in the city of Kandy 

in Sri Lanka. It was built within the royal palace complex which houses the only surviving relic of 

Buddha, a tooth, which is venerated by Buddhists. The relic has played an important role in local 

politics since ancient times. It’s believed that whoever holds the relic holds the governance of the 

country, which caused the ancient kings to protect it with great effort. Kandy was the capital of the 

Sinhalese Kings from 1592 to 1815, fortified by the terrain of the mountains and the difficult 

approach. The city is a world heritage site declared by UNESCO, partly due to the temple.

Royal Botanical Gardens(Duration of visit : approx 1 ½  – 2 Hours) – US $ 10.00 per person

The history of the Royal Botanical Gardens dates as far back as 1371 when King Wickramabahu III 
ascended the throne and kept court at Peradeniya near Mahaweli Ganga. Later, in the reign of King 
Kirti Sri Rajasinghe from 1747 to 1780 this was made a Royal Garden and from 1780 – 1798 King 
Rajadhi Rajasinghe resided therein, where a temporary residence was erected for him. 

 
  
Thereafter board the train from Kandy (11.10hrs) to Nanu Oya (14.31hrs).  
The mystical train ride from Kandy to Nanu Oya – 2nd class reserved seating. 
 
The train journey from Kandy to Nanu Oya in Sri Lanka is widely regarded as one of the most 
extraordinary and visually stunning experiences. Spanning approximately 25 kilometers (15.5 miles), 
this scenic route traverses the captivating landscapes of Sri Lanka's hill country. As the train ascends 
gradually into the mountains, passengers are treated to breathtaking panoramic vistas of verdant tea 
plantations, ethereal valleys veiled in mist, captivating waterfalls, and dense forests teeming with 
life. 
 
Securing 2nd class tickets for train rides in Sri Lanka is subject to availability, with a 75% probability 
of success because of our connections. These tickets are sold by the Railway department 30 days 
before the journey, in limited quantities. If 2nd class tickets are unavailable, you can opt to travel in 
3rd class without seat reservations, which may require standing during the journey. Alternatively, 
you have the option to travel by tour vehicle instead of taking the train. It's important to note that 
while rare, delays and cancellations can occur in the Sri Lankan train system without prior notice.

Nuwara Eliya also known as 'Little' England', was the favorite hill station of the British who tried 

to create Nuwara Eliya into a typical English Village. The old brick Post office, country house 

like hill club, with its hunting pictures, mounted hunting trophies and fish, and its strict formal 



  

 

    

dinner attire; the 18-hole golf course, racecourse, etc., all remind you of 'England.'

Galle is a town situated on the southwestern tip of Sri Lanka, 119 km (74 mi) from Colombo. 

Galle was known as Gimhathiththa (although Ibn Batuta in the 14th century refers to it as Qali) 

before the arrival of the Portuguese in the 16th century, when it was the main port on the island. 

Galle reached the height of its development in the 18th century, before the arrival of the British, 

who developed the harbor at Colombo.  Thereafter proceed to Bentota for the beach stay.
