Father Sam’s Corner
12th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Mark 4:35-41

After rain Sunshine comes, and after storm calm comes

God reveals his omnipotence in many ways to us. Today He revealed His power, love and care in Job’s tempest. Thus, God
in the first reading responded to Job when he felt God has left him even though he kept his integrity and faith in God. In the
book of Job, Chapter 30, Job complained that God is no longer watching over him and that is the reason he suffered and was
mocked by people. He also was afraid that God will crush him in the tempest. In the part of Chapter 38 we read today as the
first reading God responded to Job’s complaints and fear, challenging Job with His omnipotence. He reassured Job He still
has power and control over storms, clouds and darkness and He sets limits for their impacts on the earth. God does not come
to destroy Job; rather, God allowed him to be tested to manifest His omnipotence and to show the tempter that Job is his true
faithful servant, just as He allowed Satan to tempt Jesus to show Satan that Jesus is His true faithful Son. This happens to
teach us that any condition we find ourselves in as servants of God is for a divine purpose, and God wants us to remain
faithful and maintain our integrity until His plans and power are revealed in our life either here on earth or in the next as he
did in Job’s case.

The same message is echoed in today’s Gospel. Christ revealed his protection and care for his followers in a storm. The
disciples and Jesus have just finished attending to big crowds and are tired. As they were crossing the sea in a boat to a lonely
place to have some rest after stressful long hours of service, Jesus was sleeping at the end of their boat and behold “a violent
squall came up and waves were breaking over the boat, so that it was already filling up” (Mark 4:37). They were fearfully
battling with the wave, and noticed Jesus was still sleeping. They felt he was unconcerned over the danger facing them, so
they woke him up asking “Teacher, do you not care that we are perishing?” (Mark 4:38). Have you ever found yourself in a
bad condition that you felt the person you love was not bothered by your situation? That was how the disciples felt when they
saw Jesus sleeping in the midst of the storm and terrible waves. Again, have you ever been disturbed and suffered sleepless
night by your loved one’s bad condition, you go to bed in the night, your loved one thought that you were deeply asleep but
you were not, rather your sleep was filled with worries because of the condition. This is the best way we can explain the mind
of Jesus amidst the fear of his disciples in the tormented boat. Jesus never slept away in his people’s bad condition. Instead,
it is the time we thought God is far from us that He is nearer to us. This is what Christ revealed when he woke up and ordered
the sea to be still, asking his disciples “Why are you terrified? Do you not have faith?” (Mark 4:40).

My brothers and sisters, the above Job’s interaction with God and disciples’ interaction with Jesus remind us of two important
things. One, if our problem can cause our loved one sleepless night, how much worries will our problem cause God who
loves us more? Two, as Christians, health, financial or spiritual storms must come our way in our journey with Jesus, but if
we can remain calm, keeping our integrity and faith, God will reveal His power through our adversities like He did in Job and
the disciples’ conditions. So let us continue to face our present storm with faith, prayer and hope that after storm calm comes,
and after rain sunshine comes.

Father Sam’s Corner
Duodécimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Marcos 4:35-41

Después de la lluvia llega el sol y después de la tormenta llega la calma

Dios nos revela su omnipotencia de muchas maneras. Hoy El reveld Su poder, amor y cuidado en la tempestad de Job.
Asi, Dios en la primera lectura respondié a Job cuando sintié que Dios lo habia abandonado a pesar de que mantuvo su
integridad y fe en Dios. En el libro de Job, Capitulo 30, Job se quejé de que Dios ya no vela por €l y esa es la razon por la
que suftioé y la gente se burld de él. También temia que Dios lo aplastara en la tempestad. En la parte del Capitulo 38 que
leemos hoy como primera lectura, Dios respondié a las quejas y al miedo de Job, desafiando a Job con su omnipotencia.
Le aseguro a Job que todavia tiene poder y control sobre las tormentas, las nubes y la oscuridad y que establece limites
para sus impactos en la tierra. Dios no viene a destruir a Job; mas bien, Dios permitié que fuera probado para manifestar
Su omnipotencia y mostrarle al tentador que Job es su verdadero siervo fiel, asi como permitié que Satanés tentara a Jesus
para mostrarle a Satanas que Jesus es Su verdadero Hijo fiel. Esto sucede para ensefiarnos que cualquier condicion en la
que nos encontremos como siervos de Dios es para un propésito divino, y Dios quiere que permanezcamos fieles y
mantengamos nuestra integridad hasta que Sus planes y poder sean revelados en nuestra vida, ya sea aqui en la tierra o en
el mundo a continuacion como lo hizo en el caso de Job.

El mismo mensaje se repite en el Evangelio de hoy. Cristo revel6 su proteccion y cuidado a sus seguidores en una
tormenta. Los discipulos y Jests acaban de terminar de atender a grandes multitudes y estan cansados. Mientras cruzaban
el mar en una barca hacia un lugar solitario para descansar un poco después de largas y estresantes horas de servicio, Jesus
estaba durmiendo en el extremo de la barca y he aqui “de pronto se desatd un fuerte viento y las olas se estrellaban contra
la barca y la iban llenando de agua” (Marcos 4:37). Estaban luchando con miedo contra la ola y notaron que Jests todavia
dormia. Sintieron que no le preocupaba el peligro que enfrentaban, asi que lo despertaron y le preguntaron: “Maestro, ;no
te importa que nos hundamos?” (Marcos 4:38). ;Alguna vez te has encontrado en una mala condicion y sentiste que tu
situacién no molestaba a la persona que amas? Asi se sintieron los discipulos al ver a Jestis durmiendo en medio de la
tormenta y las terribles olas. Nuevamente, ;alguna vez te has sentido perturbado y sufrido insomnio por la mala condicién
de tu ser querido? Te vas a la cama por la noche, tu ser querido penso6 que estabas profundamente dormido pero no era asi,
més bien tu suefio estuvo lleno de preocupaciones debido a la condicion. Esta es la mejor manera en que podemos
explicar la mente de Jestis en medio del miedo de sus discipulos en la barca atormentada. Jesus nunca durmi6 en la mala
condicion de su pueblo. Mis bien, es cuando pensamos que Dios esta lejos de nosotros cuando El esta mas cerca de
nosotros. Esto es lo que Cristo reveld cuando despertd y ordend que el mar se calmara, preguntando a sus discipulos:
“;Por qué tenian tanto miedo? ;AUn no tienen fe?”” (Marcos 4:40).

Mis hermanos y hermanas, la interaccion anterior de Job con Dios y la interaccion de los discipulos con Jests nos
recuerdan dos cosas importantes. Uno, si nuestro problema puede causarle a nuestro ser querido una noche de insomnio,
[cuantas preocupaciones le causara nuestro problema a Dios que nos ama mas? Dos, como cristianos, en nuestro camino
con Jesus deben venir tormentas de salud, financieras o espirituales, pero si podemos mantener la calma, manteniendo
nuestra integridad y fe, Dios revelara Su poder a través de nuestras adversidades como lo hizo en Job y los discipulos'
condiciones. Asi que sigamos enfrentando nuestra tormenta actual con fe, oracion y esperanza de que después de la
tormenta venga la calma y después de la lluvia llegue el sol.
