NEW BUSINESS:
A motion was made by Trustee Vincent to pass the Supervisor Statement of Financial Affairs, second by Trustee Nemsky.  A roll call vote was taken; all voted aye.  The motion carried. 
Supervisor Presswood stated that our Annual Township Meeting will be held on April 13, 2021 at 6:05 pm.

TOWNSHIP OFICIALS COMMENTS: 
Assessor Hanfelder recognized John, her employee for doing a good job.
Assessor Hanfelder asked if Clerk Cohan knew elections laws pertaining to signs on easements.  Clerk Cohan responded “If you’re asking me to pull signs out of easements, I can’t do that.”  She was concerned that if Clerk Cohan knew he can not vote as part of the Board.  She said “I know Clerk Cohan knows that but she wanted to reiterate that information.”
Assessor Hanfelder questioned the amount spent on the Courtney Project.  Assessor Hanfelder had questions on the holding pond on Shirlene Drive, directed to Clerk Cohan.

Clerk Cohan said she needs to address her concerns with Highway Commissioner Luehmann for specifics.  Attorney Donohoo reminded her that these questions should be addressed with Highway Department.  Assessor Hanfelder said she keeps hearing from the Highway Department that it is not done.

PUBLIC INPUT:

Attorney Donohoo said they are going to limit public input to three minutes to allow time for everyone to speak.  He reminded everyone that this Board has no authority to control what political candidates say when they go to resident’s door or put in their literature.
Resident Paula Sendobry was concerned about Courtney Boulevard which has just been refinished and has cracks in it already.  She has a neighbor on Courtney that is complaining about political signs in her yard. 

Madison County Board Member Foster said he had a good meeting with the State Board of Elections.  He also was still concerned that no one applied for the Park Grant money.

Supervisor Presswood explained that Cloverleaf Park was completed and until we can get better ideas on State Park (because of the drugs and destruction of the park property that we have put in) we were not going to invest any more money at this time.  Madison County Board Member Foster said you could have used the money to put up a security system. 
A State Park Resident Mr. Wells concerned about crime and drugs at the park suggested more lighting and more police surveillance.  Madison County Board Member Foster interrupted and said he’d answer that question:  He said that is what the Park Grants are used for.  It is used to improve parks.
Resident Jerry McKechan stood up and complimented the entire board, specifically addressing resident Randy Presswood and thanked him for all he’s done because he was part of the Board not long ago.

Trustee Morris said he was happy to see more taxpayers get involved at this meeting because not many have showed up in the past.

Resident Mel Moore had questions regarding the mosquito abatement program.

There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Morris second by Trustee Abel to adjourn the meeting until April 12, 2021 at 7 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
