President Obama has signed legislation that blocks pay cuts for Medicare 

physicians for one year. The measure is aimed at stabilizing medical care 

for fearful seniors worried by the growing number of doctors who 

threatened to stop treating Medicare patients if scheduled fee reductions 

took effect Jan. 1.  Before signing the law, the president called on Congress 

to come up with a “permanent solution that seniors and their doctors can 

depend on.”
