My youngest grandson, Aaron, is 16 years old and 
has Duchene's Muscular Dystrophy.  He is totally 
wheel chair dependent.  A month or so ago he was a 
participant in a clinical trial for muscle restoration.  
The unknown side effects of this trial have been 
very puzzling to say the least. 

He has been hospitalized at Children’s Hospital on 
and off for almost the entire last 4 weeks.  Even a 
week in the Pediatric ICU.  I have had people ask 
me how are you doing?  My answer although not 
very comforting to them is...How can I be.  It is not 
in my hands..only one person can do anything 
now—that is God.  My faith has to take over for it 
is the only hope we have.  If you can’t give it to 
God to handle what else can you do.  Lots of     
prayers and just wait.
