As a congregation of Christ’s Church, we will head into a transition period 
at the end of summer, at which time I will retire and move into a new 
season of my life. We still have time together these next three, ordinary, 
months. I pray that each of us will rise each morning to acknowledge the 
gift of life that God has granted us for the day, ordinary or special, to give 
thanks for every moment of it, and to lie down in the evening in continued 
thankfulness and praise.
