· Wanted to sell foreign goods for profit

II Spain

1. Columbus landed in the Caribbean.

2. Conquistadors or conquerors seized gold 

3. They enslaved the Indians and made them slaves   

4. Forced Indians to convert to Christianity. 

IV. Columbian Exchange

1. Columbian Exchange of peoples, plants, animals, technology, and disease between the Eastern and Western hemispheres. 

2. New products like corn, potato, sugar, horses, and other animals shifted

3. Disease: yellow fever, malaria, smallpox and the measles to the Americas 

4. Syphilis was brought to Europe

5. Over 45 million Indians were killed due to harsh treatment and disease
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
