1.  Project Overview/Review of Action Items Approved by City & Township Previously

1.1 Hiring of SCT Inspection – Steven Thorp – Option 3 approved $46,480

1.2 Geotechnical Services by NTS – Guest Evan Johnson – NTS is providing Geotechnical Services by gathering soil borings near the water tower & the intake site selected at lake mine beginning next week.  NTS will confer with SEH on exact locations.  Kippley asked if it was normal to do soil borings for a water line?  Johnson responded yes.  Kippley inquired if these were possible already done for the snowmobile trail or the existing water line and if the information could be used to avoid duplication.  NTS proposed three separate projects to SEH consisting of the plant site, utility corridor/Scenic Acres, and the intake site.  The report should be out in July.  

1.3 SEH Engineering Services – Task 2 has been approved (100% design) contingent on funding availability.

Thibodeau stated the agreements are very consistent with other water boards; Thuringer asked if the new entity had to adopt a new Water Energy Conservation & Procedure Plan under the water permit.  Thibodeau indicated it goes back to who holds the permit; the existing plan remains in place for the existing systems but the Board will have to adopt a new plan replacing the old plan.  This all is reflected in provision 9.7 of the agreement.
