Music Team Members

The members of the Music Team are a vital part of the Walk to Emmaus Weekend. They are responsible for providing music at each team meeting and for the entire Emmaus three days. The team should consist of no more than 3 people, a Music Leader, an Assistant Music Leader (may have another 2nd music person with permission from the board), and a third “Media” member to take care of Powerpoint, playing CDs, etc. It is extremely important to remember that leading music on a Walk is a ministry requiring prayerful planning with an attitude of humble servant hood. It is not an opportunity to perform. 

Major Responsibilities 

Music Leader and Assistant 

Team Meetings

· Plan and lead music at team meetings.

· Check with Media person to see if they have the Power Points for the songs you will do during the walk..

· Check with the Serenade Chairperson to see if you will be needed to help with Serenade.

During the Walk

· Plan to sing 1 short songs at Send Off only when they pilgrims are dismissed to go upstairs. They should be peppy and well known.

· Sing or play a meditative solo after the movie on Wednesday night.

· Thursday morning, plan to sing after chapel before you go to breakfast.

· Teach De Colores, the Blessings, and Sing Hallelujah before Prevenient Grace talk on Thursday morning. 

· Lead the singing of  Sing Hallelujah before each talk.

· Remember to teach Bind Us Together at some time during the walk.

· Be prepared to sing going to the dining room for meals. Be the first in line to lead the music.
· Plan ahead. Be ready to sing when asked by the Lay Director. Don’t forget to include the Media person in the planning.  

· Sing or play meditative solo at Thursday night chapel.

· Friday morning, teach Jesus, Jesus.

· Plan for Dying Moments—what to sing or play.

· If needed, play Spirit of the Living God for community at Serenade on Saturday morning. 

· Check with Closing to see if you will need to lead the community in Sing Hallelujah as the pilgrims come to closing.

· Plan to provide music during Communion at closing.

Suggested Items to Bring to the Walk

· Music stand with light

· Guitar stand

Audio/Visual Equipment

A/V equipment at the camp includes a video projector, DVD player, VCR, CD, sound board, lapel mic, and hand-held mic used at the podium. The conference room is carpeted, so using guitars with pickups is encouraged. You will need to bring your instrument cord. The lapel mic can be used, if needed, for the solo after the movie on Wednesday night and any other time during the walk.. When a talk is not being given, it is a good idea to mute the podium microphone.

Choosing the Music

Choose a balance of types of songs—lively songs, quiet songs, songs with hand motions, familiar hymns, songs of praise, songs of contrition, and contemporary worship songs. Diversity in music selections will better meet the needs and backgrounds of a variety of pilgrims and express more accurately the different moods of the Christian life. 

Plan ahead and always have songs picked out in advance.  Each morning, give the media person a list of songs you will play that day.  This will allow her/him to be prepared and go quickly from one song to the next. The media person has a vast list of songs that can be projected for the pilgrims to sing. Send this list to the Music Board Rep for our CCLI License.  

Teach new songs after singing a song that everybody knows. Be mindful of the mood. Does it need to be worshipful? Or, do you need to do something peppy or with hand motions to “wake everybody up”?

Explanation of De Colores and Meal Graces

The song De Colores has a long-standing tradition in Emmaus and similar three-day programs, Cursillo, Tres Diaz, Chrysalis, Kairos, and Epiphany. All the three-day Cursillo model programs teach this song, which speaks of God’s beauty in the world. 

In Spanish, “Cursillo” is a common word, derived from “Curso”, which means “little course”, something that is done is a few days rather than in weeks or months. The term, Cursillo, connotes the idea of intensity, of doing a great deal in very little time—a short course in Christianity. 

According to tradition, the words to De Colores were written by participants (nuns?) on their way home from a Cursillo where they had heard many talks on the many colors of God’s grace. Their bus broke down near a barnyard. Seeing the fields in the spring colors of flowers and blooming trees, the iridescent colors of the roosters and chickens, and seeing a rainbow in the distance, they wrote the words to De Colores, which means “of the colors”. The words are sung to an old folk tune from Majorca, Spain. There are 99 verses; undoubtedly the bus was broken down for a long time. 

The tradition of having grace before and after meals is a Benedictine tradition of praying God’s blessing before the meal and thanking God for the blessing of the food and the fellowship of the meal.

Part 1: An Overview for Emmaus Musicians

1) Read the Appropriate Literature in your book. 

2) Know Your Calling: You are an Invited Worker – don’t wear out your welcome. You are only one part of a unified team with one message. Get the Big Picture - Digest the Overview. The message of Emmaus is divided into Talks & Meditations – The Musician helps the Pilgrims connect-the-dots in order to get the Big Picture. Pick songs that introduce each Talk, songs that Transition from one Talk to the next, & songs that reinforce previous Talks.

3) Know Your Ministry: Music is a sub-category of the Teaching ministry: …teaching & admonishing one another in psalms, hymns, & spiritual songs…(Colossians 3:16; cf. Ephesians 5:19). Know the difference between various types of music: Prayer Songs, Praise songs, Worship songs, Testimonials, & Teaching songs.
4)  Be a Worshipping Leader: As a Worship Leader, lead by example. Live the song – pray, praise, confess, testify, or teach, etc. 
5) Remember that Music helps us get in tune: The Message speaks to our minds; the Mood speaks to our bodies; & the Melody speaks to our spirits. Music helps us worship God, through Jesus Christ, in the Holy Spirit. Wake them up, & Calm them down using styles of music to “lead” the sheep to the Master’s Voice.
 Part 2: Planning Music for an Emmaus Walk 
1) 
Be Familiar with the Three-Day Schedule: It should be in your music book – highlight every place relating to Music. Keep up with the Conference Room dynamics, & know your cues. 
2)
 Prepare for Scripted Songs & Meditative Solos, & Specials. Plan how you’ll teach the Scripted Songs; prepare to discuss them on breaks, etc. 
a. Blessings, Before & After Meals – 1st day, in preparation for lunch 
b. De Colores – 1st day, in preparation for lunch 
c. Sing Alleluia – 1st day, in preparation for 2nd Speaker 
d. Jesus, Jesus – 2nd day in prep for Candlelight 
e. Bind Us Together – anytime, in preparation for Closing 
3) 
Choose Meditative Songs – Use the Planning Sheet: 
a. The First Night: After the Apostle’s Creed & Evening Prayers. In the darkness, the Lay Director talks from the Manual, & your cue is “It is I who have called you here”. This is the first song of the entire Walk – it sets the musical tone. 
b. The Second Night: The final meditation of the day at Chapel. This is after the 1st full day of work, & it is the night before Dying Moments. LD leads the Examination of Conscience, then the SD gives a Meditation - the cue for the Meditative Solo is: “ …consider God’s Word for you this day….” 
c. Silence Just Before Dying Moments: After the Spiritual Director delivers the Means of Grace talk, a short break is given in silence before going to Dying Moments. With the Spiritual Director’s agreement, a Meditative song during the “silence” can be used to preserve the mood. 
d. The First Song of Dying Moments: Consider an Invitational or Welcoming song. 
e. The Last Song of Dying Moments: Consider a song of victory with serenity – maybe a Theme song you’ve already used. 
4) 
Choose & Memorize songs for lunch & outdoors, etc. 
a. List standards: i.e., Amazing Grace, I’ll Fly Away, We Are One, etc. 
b. List short choruses: e.g., God Is So Good; This is the Day, Awesome God 
c. Save these songs for the planned times 
5) Make a List of Songs with Interaction & Fun – Use the Planning Sheet (just suggestions) 
a. Songs with Call & Response, Rounds, Vocal Specialties 
b. Parodies: Amazing Grace to “House of the Rising Sun” 
c. Cheers & Spell-outs: “Give me a J – E – S – U - S 
d. Songs with hand/body motions: Jesus Is a Rock, Lord I Lift Your Name 
e. Songs w/sign language: Awesome God, Hallelujah, Master of the Wind 
f. Plan when to use these, & save them for the occasion – endure. 
6) Make a Song-list for Dying Moments – Use the Planning Sheet. Plan for soft, mellow music that moves the Pilgrim to respond. Choose several songs with several verses each, or numerous short choruses, or a combination of both. As the atmosphere lightens, Pilgrims will begin to sing along - Maintain the atmosphere for those still in their “moment”. Adjust the mood of your songs during the second half of Dying Moments – emphasize the freedom & cleansing of the surrender. 
7) Maximize coordination with the Media Person. Share the song list with the Media Person before the Walk if possible. Throughout each day, coordinate several songs in advance. Make sure the Media Person hears your Introductions of songs. Lead the song according to the Power Point Presentation. 
8) Pick Specific Songs correlated to Each Talk of Each Day – see chart 
a. Pick four songs, both lively & mellow to prepare/reinforce each Talk 
b. Pick at least one song that can easily transition between Talks. 
9) Be Charismatic in Your Musical Style 
a. Speak the language of the hearers – Christians speak the language of the hearers; don’t force listeners to conform to your language - Acts 2:1-11 
b. Establish common ground – the Apostle Paul modified & adapted his methods to all sects (i.e., denominations) & subcultures – I Cor. 9: 20-22 
c. Lead “sing-alongs” rather than “solos” – it isn’t a concert. If they aren’t singing along, it isn’t a sing-along. If they don’t follow, you aren’t “leading” 
d. Mix Traditional & Contemporary songs - Older Contemporary songs bridge the gap between the old & new 
e. Choose Contemporary songs that have become standards. Such as: Open the Eyes of My Heart; Give Thanks; Lord I Lift Your Name on High; Awesome God; Days of Elijah; How Great Is Our God, If We Are the Body, 
f. Minimize “new songs” – several are already in the script: Such as, Blessings, De Colores, Sing Alleluia, Jesus Song, Bind Us Together 
10) Keep It Simple – It’s Not about You: Maintain standard rhythms – avoid confusing rhythms. Leave off fancy introductions - strum a chord & start the song. Leave out lead-rides & solo verses, etc. Lead a sing-along - encourage harmonies & back-up vocals. Make eye contact, use facial expressions & body language to teach. Adapt as necessary, & save your voice.
