Dear Parents, Guardians, and Staff,
We have received this mandate from Governor Cuomo:

“ Notwithstanding any prior directives, every school in the state of New York is hereby directed to close no
later than Wednesday, March 18, 2020, for a period of two weeks, ending April 1, 2020. The state shall
reassess at that time whether to extend such closure beyond this date.”

As such, The Hagedorn Little Village School (HLVS) and Toddler Time (TT) will remain closed through April 1,
2020. We will tentatively reopen April 2, 2020.

Additionally, we have received this guidance from Nassau County Department of Health:

“EI and 4410 Preschool Special Education Services, including SEIT, Evaluations, Related Services and
Transportation are suspended. This will remain in effect thru April 1, 2020.”

The staff at HLVS have worked diligently to prepare for this possible extended closure. All parents/guardians will
receive a packet of work sheets from their classroom teacher and suggested activities from therapists and the
Psychology Department, via US Mail. | would anticipate you will receive this information with 2-3 days.

Additionally, effective March 30, all classroom teachers will be communicating with you through Google
Classroom. You will receive a daily email that will provide you with suggested activities to do with your child on a
daily basis, during this closure. You will receive (or may have received already) an email asking you to join Google
Classroom. It is VERY important that you read the email and “join” the classroom invitation, in order to receive
your child’s work. You will receive a “test” activity on Monday, March 23, from your child’s teacher. We ask that
you open the email, in order for the teacher to confirm that you have received it.

We will continue to update you on any changes, as soon as we receive them.

Estimados padres, tutores y personal,
Hemos recibido este mandato del gobernador Cuomo:

"A pesar de las directivas anteriores, se ordena que todas las escuelas del estado de Nueva York cierren a
mas tardar el miércoles 18 de marzo de 2020, por un periodo de dos semanas, que finaliza el 1 de abril de
2020. El estado volvera a evaluar en ese momento si para extender dicho cierre mas alla de esta fecha *'.
Como tal, The Hagedorn Little Village School (HLVS) y Toddler Time (TT) permaneceran cerrados hasta el 1 de
abril de 2020. VVolveremos a abrir tentativamente el 2 de abril de 2020.

Ademas, hemos recibido esta guia del Departamento de Salud del Condado de Nassau:

“Se suspenden los servicios de educacion especial preescolar EI y 4410, incluidos SEIT, evaluaciones,
servicios relacionados y transporte. Esto permanecera vigente hasta el 1 de abril de 2020 .

El personal de HLVS ha trabajado diligentemente para prepararse para este posible cierre extendido. Todos los
padres / tutores recibiran un paquete de hojas de trabajo de su maestro de clase y actividades sugeridas por los
terapeutas y el Departamento de Psicologia, a través del correo de los EE. UU. Anticiparia que recibira esta
informacion en 2-3 dias.

Ademas, a partir del 30 de marzo, todos los maestros de clase se comunicaran con usted a través de Google
Classroom. Recibira un correo electronico diario que le proporcionara actividades sugeridas para hacer con su hijo a
diario, durante este cierre. Recibira (o puede que ya lo haya recibido) un correo electronico pidiéndole que se una a
Google Classroom. Es MUY importante que lea el correo electrénico y se una a la invitacion de la clase para recibir
el trabajo de su hijo. Recibira una actividad de "prueba” el lunes 23 de marzo del maestro de su hijo. Le pedimos
que abra el correo electrdnico para que el maestro confirme que lo ha recibido.

Continuaremos informandole sobre cualquier cambio, tan pronto como lo recibamos.
