A new service the shelter
provides is DNA tests on
dogs. April Richardson, shel-
ter manager, and Elisabeth
Stanford, director of opera-
tions, said they will give
adoptors a kit to do a swab
and then mail it in.

net. The cost of the DNA
test is $65 per dog, of which
the shelter gets $10.

The test is for health pur-
poses. Some dogs cannot
take certain medicines and it
can tell owners that, as well
as doing a genetic back-
ground. They said people
need to be patient because
they have to send it off and it
takes awhile to get it back.
