The opening jump....... maybe once or twice a year we have something weird happen. Take a look here!

ALL three of us need to be ready when the ball goes up in the air!

ART. 4 . . . The ball §hall be tossed uﬂpward between the j jumpers in a plane at
right angles o the sidelines. The toss | SRaH be to a height greater than either of
them can |ump so that it will drop between them.

AIIT 5 .. . Until the tossed ball is touched by one or both jumpers, nonjumpers
ail not:

a. Have either foot break the plane of the center restraining circle cylinder.

l:- Take a position in any occupied space.

ART. 6. . . The tossed ball shall be touched by one or both of the jumpers after
it reaches |ts highest point. If the ball co}ntgcts the floor without being touched by
at least one of the jumpers, the official §half toss it again.

ART. 7. .. Neither jumper shafl:

a. Touch the tossed ball before it reaches its highest point.

b. Leave the center restraining circle until the ball has been touched

¢. Catch the ball before the jump ball ends.

d. Touch the hall more than twice. -

ART. 8 . . . The jump bzll and the restrictions in Rule 6-3-7 end when the
touched ball contacts one of the eight nonjumpers, an official, the floor, a basket
or backboard.

NOTE: During a jump ball, a jumper is not required fo face his/her own basket, provided

he/she is in the proper half of the center restraining circle. The jumper is also not required
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We had TWO issues on this one.....an immediate held ball between two non-jumpers. THOSE two will
‘rejump’ with the clock not reset. Then the ball is hit OOB by one jumper! This crew got it right on both!

We just need to be ready for ANYTHING on the opening tip......fouls and violations included. The most
common violation is one jumper stealing the tip — be ready!
