Deadlines to Register

to Vote in Nebraska:
To register to vote in Nebraska, you
must be a United States citizen; live
in the state of Nebraska; be at least
18 years of age on or before the first
Tuesday after the first Monday in No-
vember; have not been convicted of a
felony or if convicted, your civil rights
have been restored; have not been
officially found to be mentally incom-
petent. The following are the October
18 deadlines to register to vote in Ne-
braska (do this at the Courthouse):

eMail-in voter registrations must be
mailed and postmarked on or before
the third Friday preceding an election

eRegistrations completed at the state
Department of Motor Vehicles must
be completed by the third Friday pre-
ceding an election

eVoter registrations delivered by per-
sonal messenger or personal agent
must arrive on or before the third
Friday preceding an election
