--Letter from Portage County Solid Waste Management District –explained the new recycling procedures

Rob Swauger asked the Trustees if they’ve considered curbside recycling because it costs less.
Diane said it costs the Township less but the homeowner pays and they were adamantly against it when the Township sent out a survey in the past.  The Trustees would look into it again if more residents come forward requesting it.  Julie said curbside does not take all of the plastics that the current recycling company does.  

RESOLUTION 2015-95: A motion was made by Diane Austin to eliminate one recycling box after confirmation from Sandy; this was seconded by John Hayes.  Roll call shows:  Diane Austin, yes; John Hayes, yes; Sandra Templeton, absent.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Julie Bearss - Zoning Inspector  
--She made/received 28 phone calls.
--One permit was issued.
--The Zoning Commission met on April 2 and 7:00 p.m. for a final review of Amendment 1, Section 3.02 Application Regulations D.2(iv).  A motion was made to send this amendment to a public hearing before the Trustees.  She asked if she is the one who puts the legal notice of this meeting in the newspaper.  Diane said no, Judy or Tom will do this because it is usually done before a regular Trustee meeting.  
The amendment will be brought before the Trustees on April 30 at 7:00 p.m.  The information for the public hearing and the location for the proposed resolution for public viewing has been advertised in the Record Courier.

--The violation issue at the property on State Route 14 is still being reviewed by Chris Meduri.  She is acting under his advisement to continue the process.

Kevin Biltz - Roads, Buildings, Cemetery and Park   

--They met with Eric from Soil & Water about the ditch on Giddings Road near David Starcher’s property.  They discussed some options with Eric referring to the crossover pipes.  
--They looked at the water in the 5900 area of Giddings Road.  
--They looked at a water problem on Porter Road—the ditch is full of leaves and needs to be cleaned out.  
--Diane asked Kevin to follow up with the [Portage County] engineer to see if he has called Herbrucks regarding the beaver/flooding problem.  

--The garage doors are in and working. He thanked the Trustees.
--They received about 12 tons of table salt on April 8 from Cargill Salt.
--He would like to purchase a used seven-foot three-point blade to spread asphalt on the roads when they start patching.  It should be not more than $500.00 for this.  
--They are waiting for the park to dry up so they can get the ball fields and landscaping done.  

--They would like to get the electric done – Kozma Electric says they have time to start now before they get into the busy season.

RESOLUTION 2015-96: A motion was made by John Hayes to purchase a used seven-foot, three-point back blade for road work; this was seconded by Diane Austin.  Roll call shows:  Diane Austin, yes; John Hayes, yes; Sandra Templeton, absent.
--They spent a couple of hours getting gravel and ruts raked out of the grass at the cemetery.  He suggests that a port-a-pot be placed in the cemetery for people attending funerals and working in the cemetery.  There is a funeral tomorrow.  The Trustees said they will discuss this at a future meeting.
--He has received a couple of bids to install downspouts on the garage.  The existing downspout has broken off of the back.  The bids were: Cousin’s – seamless gutters and covers -- 6 inch, white: $986.00; Pro-flo seamless gutters Ltd.  6 inch, white: $1,392.00.
RESOLUTION 2015-97: A motion was made by John Hayes to hire Cousin’s to install downspouts on the garage at a cost of $986.00; this was seconded by Diane Austin.  Roll call shows:  Diane Austin, yes; John Hayes, yes; Sandra Templeton, absent.

--He has called a couple of roofers to bid on fixing the broken slate on the Town Hall and the mausoleum.  He will bring the bids to a future meeting. 

--He’s making up a flyer for the recycling days and asked for clarification of the days and times.  Judy will put it in the newspaper. 

RESOLUTION 2015-98: A motion was made by Diane Austin to hire Kozma to install electric at the park garage at a cost of $2,650.00; the Road Department will trench and back fill; this was seconded by John Hayes.  Roll call shows:  Diane Austin, yes; John Hayes, yes; Sandra Templeton, absent.
Mike Pittinger - Fire Department Report

Alarms
--There were 50 EMS and 13 fires for a total of 63.
--There was 11 M/A given and 8 received.
--He recommended that Edinburg leave Akron City for med control and go back with Robinson Memorial.

RESOLUTION 2015-99: A motion was made by Diane Austin to return to Robinson Memorial Hospital for med control starting June 1, 2015; this was seconded by John Hayes.  Roll call shows:  Diane Austin, yes; John Hayes, yes; Sandra Templeton, absent.

Mike will notify Akron City, in writing, as soon as possible.
--He introduced Jason Pitre and is recommending that the Township hire him.  He has excellent references and good medical background.  Diane thanked Jason for coming. His background check will be done through the BCII and then a hiring decision will be made.

--Annual fire inspections of commercial buildings, churches, schools, etc. will start in the first part of May.  They will work jointly with Palmyra Township in the schools.  

--Judy asked Mike to get updated withholding statements for her from the returning Fire Department employees.

RESOLUTION 2015-100: A motion was made by Diane Austin to appoint Mike Pittinger as Fire Chief of Edinburg Fire Department - his probationary period will continue; this was seconded by              John Hayes.  Roll call shows:  Diane Austin, yes; John Hayes, yes; Sandra Templeton, absent.
