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Aloha Kakou:

Well, wherever it went, here we are ... and that, in spite of all
the weirdness in the world today, | believe, is a good thing.

Elsewhere in the newsletter it was reported that twenty households have pledged $46, 830 for 2019. We
are just over halfway to our goal of $90,000 before the year has even begun! Mahalo! We are blessed by
your response and shall endeavor to be faithful stewards of your pledges.

That has gotten me thinking more about the notion — the theology — of stewardship. Stewardship is
more than money pledged or otherwise given to the Church — although that is terribly important if we
want to keep the lights on and the pastor and staff paid. Still, stewardship has to do with how we manage
the entire household of God that has been given to us.

In Genesis 1 & 2 the first humans were created to steward, that is, to manage, that household of God,
the entire Creation, symbolized in Christian theology and art as The Garden of Eden. Among other things,
sin was characterized there as failure to be faithful stewards.

In Romans 8:19-25, St Paul says that the entire creation is groaning in labor pangs, awaiting the redemp-
tion, not of disembodied human souls, but of the whole person, indeed the whole of God’s creation, in-
cluding the physical, material world. The redemption of our bodies is the fruit of the Spirit. That involves
stewardship, care of the world that God is redeeming.

And the last book of the Bible, the one that can be twisted and turned in any number of ways, the Reve-
lation of St John, in the second to last chapter of that last book, chapter 21, verses 1-5, God announces
that there comes a new heaven and a new earth, that is, all of creation will be renewed at the fulfillment
of time. Heaven is not my home, earth is! Heaven has come down to earth, restoring Eden, so to speak,
making this world God’s home. Therefore, we are called to be stewards of that onrushing renewal.

We are redeemed to be stewards of God’s creation. That does include the physical, material world as the
place of the spiritual. That physicality includes being stewards of the mysteries of faith: Word and sacra-
ment — speech and water, bread and wine, physical stuff, from which just about everything else flows.

I’'m going to think about this some more. Stay tuned!
