Pasta:

e Kosher Salt

e 4cups flour (plus more for dusting)
e Can pumpkin puree (15 oz.)

Sage Butter

e 1 stick unsalted butter

e 6 freshsage leaves

e kosher salt and fresh ground pepper

Anything Salad
Start with washed and shredded lettuce (any type).

Place enough to fill a large salad bowl in a mixing bowl
and add any of the following:

Olives, leftover slices of cheese cut into strips, any
leftover lunchmeat, pepporoni, any fresh leftover veg-
gies, frozen peas, nuts, homemade croutons from any
leftover bread, crushed corn chips and/or any other
leftover items in your fridge or cupboard that might go
in the salad!
