Communications Museum Comes Back to Life:

A generous individual who wishes to remain
anonymous donated $40,000 to the Vintage Radio and
Communications Museum of Connecticut, enabling
the museum to pay off their debt to the town of Win-
dsor, Connecticut. The donation comes as the museum
plans to reopen this summer for the first time in more
than seven years. Since that time, the museum has ac-
quired a 20,000 square foot building in Windsor, and
volunteers have been hard at work restoring the build-
ing for public use. The town of Windsor extended the

museum at $35,000 loan that helped them pay insur-
ance and other expenses while the group worked to
ready its new location. A $100,000 state grant paid for
major building upgrades, allowing the museum to plan
for an August opening. The Vintage Radio and Com-
munications Museum of Connecticut is dedicated to
the preservation of old-time communications equip-
ment and to educating the public. The museum dis-
plays radios, televisions, motion picture and telephone
equipment, as well as vintage advertising and memo-
rabilia. Audio, video and paper libraries, along with an
extensive collection of schematics, are also available
for research.
