
5/15/22 Lesson 164  Introduction to 2 Thessalonians – Observing 

 

Introduction 

This week we continue our series from the book of 2nd Thessalonians with the lesson entitled 

“Observing” with the theme: “Believers live in light of God’s promises.”  In our scripture for 

this week Paul addresses confusion about Jesus Second Coming and false beliefs that He 

already came.  Paul disproves the false teachings by describing the events associated with 

Christ’s return, and warns those who find pleasure in unrighteousness.  Knowledge of the 

scriptures and faithfulness to the Lord will strengthen and enable Christians to stand firm. 
 

15Therefore, brethren, stand fast (firm), and hold the traditions which ye have been taught, 

whether by word (of mouth), or our epistle (letter, scripture). 2 Thessalonians 2:15 
 

Since there is no scripture between last week’s lesson and this one, I’ll focus below on an 

introduction to our Sunday School instead of the usual introduction to the lesson.

June 26 Filled with the Spirit  Ephesians 5:8-21

June 26 Divided  1 Kings 12:6-19
