My prayer has been that each lady on Walk 127 will 
feel Jesus, Himself walking along side them as they take this amazing journey 
called the Walk to Emmaus just as each one of us felt Him walk along side us on 
our 72 hour journey.  Over the past five years since my original walk I knew that 
God was with me when I was on the mountain top, and during the times that I 
have been in the valley.  I am so grateful that I can count on my God, and that He 
will never leave or forsake me.  As Proverbs 3:5-6 says, “Trust in the Lord with 
your heart and lean not on your own understanding, but in all your ways 
acknowledge Him and will direct your path.”
