Dress Rehearsal

• At the Dansville Senior High School Auditorium Thursday, April 30:

• This is a dress rehearsal so students need to be in costume and hair so we can 
avoid any problems the day of the recital.

• Please sit quietly during rehearsal and keep children away from the stage. 
• Do not wear tap shoes in the hallways.
• No food or beverages (except bottled water) in the auditorium.  

Recital

• The Stars in the Night Recital is Friday, May 1, 2026 and begins at 6:00pm sharp!  
Doors will open at 5pm. Students should arrive by 5:30pm.  

• The 42nd Annual Recital is Saturday, May 2, 2026 and begins at 9:00am sharp! 
Doors will open at 8:00am. Students should arrive by 8:30am.

• All students are to stay in their assigned room during the whole recital. The 
older students and helpers will look after the younger students and escort them to and 
from the stage.

• Students are not allowed to roam the halls or to go in the auditorium at any 
time!  Any student not following this rule will not dance in the finale!  This is for 
their safety and organization of the recital. 

• Any student not following directions or caught misbehaving will not dance in the finale.

• Costume requirements must be followed for students to perform. 
• Older students and helpers are available to assist with hair and make up if needed.

Tickets

• Tickets for the Stars in the Night recital will be sold at the door for $5.00 each. 
This is general seating. 

• Tickets for the Saturday, May 2nd recital will be sold to families in the following 
order:  Seniors, Dansvillettes, Juniorettes, classes from oldest year to the youngest 
(ex. Year 10, Year 9, Year 8, etc.).  Each ticket is $10.00 and is assigned seating.  
Tickets should be paid for with May tuition. Extra tickets may be purchased at the 
rehearsal and at recital. 

• If you have a guest coming in a wheelchair, please contact Miss Stacey immediately.
• There is no limit to the number of seats you can buy for either recital.
• All Ticket sales are final and non-refundable. 
• All tuition needs to be paid before you may purchase tickets.  Any student owing 

money will not be allowed to dance in the recitals.
