This statement calls us to recognise that wihialthis very midst of us
is mighty. There is no doubt about what the prapbent for immediately we
become aware of the Truth of our Being we arecétine prophet's words,
they spring into Life in ourselves.

In Job we find where man at one time in ignorahdie truth is in
dire trouble from every side, what he feared cguoa tim and when the
truth dawned upon him that the Aimighty in the tradi$im is mighty and
to make Him the great Treasure, and that thisyezature would be a joy and
whatever you ask in prayer so it would be done tas no fear now, no
doubt, no anxiety, no wavering, the prophet haabftihe Truth and this same
Truth is for us all so that we “can enjoy the Lipftife.”

Man's mind is tialefvess of images,
ideas, where none is the Truth. Then as we bagagp the Truth, sometimes
slowly, sometimes through adversity, or throughatingr avenue, we begin
to reflect Reality, we begin to translate the Altyignto our daily Iiving.

Thasengystery about this it
becomes as clear as day, as we begin to pragigegthe Light of Life.
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Again James gives us a clear picture of his vedfithe Truth. He
definitely shows to us that God is no respecteerdons and the only way
we can enjoy the Light of Life is to follow theaidible law and this is the
law of action: “Greet it with great joy my brothemhen you encounter any
sort of trial, sure that the sterling temper ofnyfaith produces endurance,
only let your endurance be a finished productaioythu may be finished
and complete with never a defect.”

Here we see the prophet revealing the grand ofutife. When
we realize that the Aimighty in the midst of uslighty we know that with
Him all is possible, therefore we endure so thafpbwer will be made
perfect in and through us.

His next words are even more significant, for bena/us not to be
double-minded, not to waver in our knowing of tinetii for this alone
enables us to endure in the end.

So he says in these well-selected words, “whasoleya is defective
iIn wisdom let him ask of God who gives to all meatheut question or
reproach and the gift will be his.” Ask and thé\gifl be his. God gives to
all withoutquestion or reproach Can you see the deep meaning in this
truth? Think it over well and you will see that tasv fulfils itself because
God is with us not apart from us, and it coulda@obtherwise, if it were
so, no fundamental law could ever exist as thbliskiment of the things
seen or unseen.

Further the Apostle goes on revealing the commalsseof the Law.
“Only let him ask in faith with never a doubt foetdoubtful man is like
the surge of the sea, whirled and swayed by thd'\itlere we see how
the doubtful person is swayed this way, that wayevery wind that blows.
He is not sure of himself, there is no stabilitsalise he has not fully realized
that he can enjoy the Light of Life that can predalcthings, this being with
him always and never is he even separated exagygthhis ignorance
of Its Presence.

So the final statement of the Apostle strikdseatot of our ignorance,
“that man need not imagine he will get anythingnftbe Lord, double-
minded creature that he is, wavering at every turn.

| have heard people say that they believed ihdhetyet they did
not believe in themselves. That is easy to undardtavas only a belief they
had in some outside God, some God apart from thesmselow could
they believe in themselves when this state of marswess existed?
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To become the finished product is to accomplstipletely by fulfiling
the law of your “Being.” The one Life Consciousniad#/idualized in us
Is the same Creative Power underlying the Univélaes we are made in
His image and likeness. Like unto God having péovereate through the
same Creative Power. But this must be realizeddaefmecomes active in
ourselves, then we can enjoy the Light of Life.

If
we can understand the fundamental cause therolilerpican be solved
forever. Let us see how we can approach thisgdigimg nightmare of
existence in which we live.

Wherever there are different groups formed, celgjor otherwise,
they become antagonistic to each other. e riaizall these organizations
have not united men, they have separated man fonThrese things happen
in ourselves first then they become world dominatiaus we are caught
up in the result of our own causes.

If we approach the problem from without, the ersiphaust be laid
upon legislation and the importance of the Stateitsiresultant dangers.
We have experienced, that through the action 8kdite, man is sacrificed for
an ideology bringing with it brutality, corrupti@md suppression. e must
look into our minds to see how much we contritmutiis state of affairs.

Strange as it may seem the majority think tratdihrlosing themselves
In an ideology, in service to the State or songgoe order that their sorrow,
anxiety, responsibiliies and conflicts will ceadet. this can never be, for no
sacrifice of the self alone to the outer can dok@roblem; We only become
slaves to be exploited by those who advocatesitnfice.

When we look within we are conscious of the “lthwis personal
limitation, its ambitions, hopes, fears, passiombgieed. As long as the

Living in separation
we create strife and ill-will and antagonism teatlito misery for all.

between the outer and the inner ceases. Thereasfiici between the inner
and the outer. All this conflict arises in man'sxawind through his lack of
understanding, so his thought-feelings becomertulrsiy.

If you condemn one and praise the other you mg@taimderstand.
But if you realize and discern that you are thdreef all objective and
subjective existence and comprehend your reagtmmdeelings, your beliefs
your cravings, your fears, then you will begintolerstand your self. Only
when this is accomplished will there be perfeerriaal, creative understanding
and inward peace.

If you deny the material world or if you try tacape from it, if you
distort it, shaping it to your own fancies thenryspiritual world will be
an illusion also thus hindering the true expressidteality. To be (Being)
Is to be related to both, and understanding tai®rship. but if you distort
this relationship by becoming more and more seif@g more isolated,
then mental conflict will resullt.
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When we understand our desires, our cravingsbaliafs, our
superstitions or fancies, our thought-feelingseadions we will begin to
understand ourselves and that which is behindSpititual and material.
We will see that these things do not affect thditiR@aus, except we are
caught up in these things.

If you are uninfluenced by these things then ydiudiscover the
Immeasurable. For it will come into being by Itselfen the mind frees
itself from the past, from conditioning influenegsch create false values. To
discern, to observe, you must be detached, umofide must cease to be
a slave to public opinion, tradition, propagandadver subtle it may be.
The influence of environment shapes also thouglmigeand this too must be
understood. Only through freedom from all that étiedhe Real can the
Real be expressed.

When you are disceming your thought-feelingsraamisly you will
realize how easily you have been persuaded tatacchglieve, to act. Is
it not so that the daily newspapers, radio, cindmoaks, periodicals shape our
thought-feeling? Can you say that you are capéfsemmg yourself from
their limiting influence?

What about the differing cults and religious thutigelings? One
person will accept this while another will acchpt and by doing so create
antagonisms and conflict. Can you discem cleatythis imitative acceptance
Is influencing and fashioning thought-feelinghig imitative confusion there
is little hope of finding the Real.

It is said that a belief in God will change theldvdut we have had a
belief in God for centuries, yet we have creatiettible world of strife and
misery for three-quarters of its population. Hasoelief in God altered our
intentions in the racial field of action? Have wktaken from the heathen
races a belief to give them another belief? Yetuszwe do not practice
what we preach the poor unfortunates who lookfiorsgisdom and love
are sadly disillusioned.

Both the savage and the highly civilized believa God. But this
belief has not done away with killing, oppressiod exploitation. On the
contrary it has added more subtle methods of disgtnand persecution
in the name of peace, in the name of God.

If we can put away these contending beliefs auibgies we will be
better able to bring about a deep change in §uinvata, thereby bringing about
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the means for a better world. Human beings areimpagtant than beliefs,
differing creeds, political ideas and ideologies.

Is it not our everyday thought-feelings-actiongbaup in false values
that have caused all wars, strife and misery®@ds ¢o that we have changed
little in our thoughtlessness, our exclusive nalimn, our racial and dogmatic
creeds, lack of goodwill and compassion. Unlesdisgem this with a clear
mind we will create further chaos and sorrow foseles and others.

Is not the Divine Truth, “Love your neighbour asifgelf” our only
protection? But how can we love our neighbour anlesfirst understand
ourselves?

IS it not so that we are still the result of thst@nd the past is still
influencing our actions? Without understandingwionly invite further
disaster. Thought-feeling-action based upon thidopasmes a hindrance
to the expression of the Real. When our thouglimdge anchored to the
past, made dependent upon the created, the fiatstrer understanding
of the Ever-present is not possible. What is tleecfiiaving a belief in
God unless we first understand ourselves?

If you are prejudizedid, you will find
according to your conditioning. How to approach gjneat problem is all-
important, and what is important is first to unters the self.

You will know what is your state of consciousrigsgour attitude
towards others. If you live in Reality, you williislate Reality into your daily
IMng and you know best yourself how far you esenffulfiling your mission
on earth.

What most cannot or will not discern is that veefed with propa-
ganda, we are fed with antagonistic ideas towadtisather, fed on dogmas
and national divisions and hatreds which breedisionfwithin our minds
and bodies and breed discontent in families, gianghgations.

We can either pursue a path of constant conflittantinuous war
within and without as the result of our everyddipracor we can discem the
cause of war and “arise and return to the Fathergby becoming a child
of the Almighty and speaking the word of powerdigtothe potentialities
of Love and Wisdom inherent within us, thus we Imaee in and out.

Is not our action in ignorance of our Divine nathe cause of war?
We desire the outward show of power, positiontigieeg\re we not diseased
with what we call nationalities, we all worshigamf we are diseased with
organised religion so we worship a dogma. e ssasdid with greed, diseased
with envy, therefore we are producing our own $peiich leads to our
destruction of minds, bodies and circumstancesdhravar within and
without, created by ourselves.

Therefore it does not depend upon our leaddegpénds upon our-
selves, but we do not seem to realize that.

If we really felt the responsibility of our owrtiaas we could bring
about an end to all this war within and without alhtthe appalling misery
we create for ourselves and others.

But if we are indifferent because we have thresigaeday, a job, a
banking account etc., we do not want to be distLsoave add more coals to
the fire because of our action towards others. &l tavmaintain things as they
are but there is nothing to maintain. Everythirdisistegrating about us. We
do not want to face the fact that we are resperfgitar within and without.

We may talk about health schemes, we may talk gleage, sit
around a table and discuss, yet inwardly maintaiigreed, selfishness, our
antagonisms, our ideas, our nationalities, ougums, our actions in our
relationship to others. If we are bound by ouefselbur dogmas, for which
we are willing to die and destroy each other, dotiink we can have
peace inwardly and outwardly?
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To have peace, inwardly and outwardly, we mugebeeful. To live
peacefully means not to have hatreds, antagorusag)gs. Peace is not
an ideal, it is a way of Life, iving in Love andadbm which is Etemal and
Ever-present and within ourselves, by knowingwlgaare all working in
His Vineyard and in harmony with one another.

Anideal is merely an escape, an avoidance ofsyhatontradiction of
whatls, an idea prevents the direct action of what we daus to Love and
not merely have ideals but to see things as tieeynal act upon them by
disceming the cause of all misery thereby tramsigrourselves. But what are
we doing? We are seeking a psychological secunighwloes not exist, we
seek it through power, position, titles, rankpilivhich destroy our physical
security.
