Reported in this week’s “Action Corps” edition the Supreme
Court has ruled that the Bladensburg Peace Cross, a World
War | 40-foot-tall cross can continue to stand on Public land.
Today’s decision not only protects this memorial outright but
helps to establish a precedent to protect thousands of other Veterans memorials
that currently reside on federal, state or municipal land.”

Congress has passed H, R. 299, the Blue Water Navy Veterans Act providing VA
benefits to thousands of veterans who had their compensation taken away. The bill
expands benefits to veterans exposed to Agent Orange on the Korean DMZ by
having an earlier start date September 1, 1967 instead of April 1, 1968. Our voices
were heard, and the bill awaits the President signature!
