DELINQUENCY ADJUDICATION & DYS COMMITMENT ORDER
This Court possesses jurisdiction of the parties and subject matter before it pursuant to A.C.A. 9-27-306(a)(1). Pursuant to A.C.A. 9-27-327, the court conducted a hearing and finds beyond a reasonable doubt that the juvenile defendant did commit the following offense(s):
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Additional findings:      
Therefore, the Court finds that the juvenile defendant is delinquent as defined by A.C.A. 9-27-303(15). Pursuant to A.C.A. 9-27-330(a)(1)(B), the Court commits the juvenile to the Division of Youth Services (DYS). The court  FORMCHECKBOX 
 requests DYS to develop an aftercare plan prior to the juvenile’s release, or  FORMCHECKBOX 
 does not request an aftercare plan for the juvenile.
The DYS treatment plan shall comply with A.C.A. 9-27-330(a)(1)(B)(v)(a)-(e) and shall be provided to this Court no later than 30 days from the date of the commitment order or prior to release, whichever is sooner as provided in A.C.A. 9-27-330(a)(1)(B)(v)(f)(1). A copy of the treatment plan shall also be provided and explained to the juvenile and provided to the prosecutor, juvenile’s attorney, and to the juvenile’s legal parent, guardian or custodian and shall be filed in any court where there is a pending dependency-neglect or FINS case concerning that juvenile as provided in A.C.A. 9-27-330(a)(1)(B)(v)(f)(2-3).

Any aftercare plan developed by DYS or its designee shall comply with 9-27-330(a)(1)(B)(v)(e) and shall be filed with committing court prior to release. A copy of the aftercare terms and conditions shall also be provided and explained to the juvenile, and provided to the prosecutor, juvenile’s attorney, and to the juvenile’s legal parent, guardian or custodian as provided in A.C.A. 9-27-330(a)(1)(B)(v)(f)(2-3).

The juvenile defendant is ordered to comply with the terms and conditions of the DYS treatment and aftercare plans as recommended by DYS.

Further, the Court recommends that the juvenile be placed in the following type of treatment program and receive the following services:

This recommended course of treatment and services is deemed necessary by the Court based on the Court’s findings that:      
Pursuant to A.C.A. 9-28-208, the Court directs       (intake or probation officer) to prepare the necessary paperwork for the DYS commitment and to include the Risk Assessment as required by A.C.A. 9-27-330(a)(1)(B) and the records set forth in A.C.A. 9-28-208(b)(1)(C) on the juvenile. These records shall be delivered to DYS prior to or at the time the juvenile is transported to an authorized DYS facility. This information is for the benefit of DYS and shall not be disclosed without written authorization from the committing court.
DYS shall have the authority to provide all reasonable and necessary medical services, including hospitalization, during the period of commitment. DYS shall also have the authority to obtain medical, psychiatric, psychological, social and educational records during the period of the juvenile’s commitment.

The Sheriff of       County or his/her designated official is hereby directed to take the above named juvenile defendant into custody and deliver him to the following designated DYS facility      .
Pursuant to A.C.A. 9-27-330(b), this Court shall retain jurisdiction to review, amend, or modify its orders. Upon release from DYS, the juvenile shall remain under the jurisdiction of the court for an indeterminate period of time not to exceed two years as provided in A.C.A. 9-28-210(e).
