PROGRAM GOALS AND PHILOSOPHY
For the child:

1.  To provide opportunities for being with other children in a setting conducive to the development of wholesome social relationships.

2.  To provide an appropriate atmosphere to help children become independent, self confident, and inquisitive learners.

3.  To provide a proper foundation that is based on the child’s individual needs, interests, handicaps, and abilities, and that will build important foundations for future learning.

For the parents:

1.  To provide opportunities to meet and work with teachers that have common concerns and interests to fit the needs of their children.

2.  To provide care for the child while the parents pursue their work or other interests.

For the community:

1.  To help meet the needs of the community for an early childhood education facility.

2.  To contribute to the wholesome growth and development of our children in the community.

3.  To enhance the role of Kids Ahoy Learn and Care Center and become an important part of the community.

The Philosophy behind the Kids Ahoy curriculum is that young children learn best by doing.  Learning isn’t just repeating what someone else says; it requires active thinking and experimenting to find out how things work and to learn firsthand about the world they live in.

Play provides the foundation for academic or “School” learning.  It is the preparation children need before they learn highly abstract symbols such as letters and numbers.  Play enables us to achieve the key goals of our early childhood curriculum.  Play is the work of young children.

Knowledge is not something that is given to children as though they were empty vessels to be filled.  Children acquire knowledge about the physical and social worlds in which they live through playful interaction with objects and people.  Children do not need to be forced to learn; they are motivated by their own desire to make sense of the world.

Registration and Admission Procedures:

A half-hour visit to our facility is encouraged, so that parents/guardians can meet with the director and staff.  This meting serves to answer any questions or concerns you have, as well as to help reduce first day fears.

Registration:

A Registration Fee is due at the time you enroll.  All required forms must be submitted and approved along with a signed contract prior to the child’s first day of attendance.  The registration fee is NON-refundable.

· Special Needs Paperwork (if applicable)

· Emergency Medical Authorization

Admissions:

Once your application and paperwork is approved, your child will be welcome to start at the facility.
Trial Period
The first month (30 calendar days) of the child’s enrollment will be considered a trial period.  During that time the parent or center may terminate the child care agreement at any time.  After the trial period, two weeks written notice is required to terminate the agreement.  Deposit is non-refundable.

Tuition/Payment Procedures

Your specific rate will be outlined in your Contract and Rate Agreement.  Tuition is payable in advance and due no later than drop off time the first contracted care day of each week, unless prior arrangements have been made otherwise.  Check, money order, or cash will be accepted to make payments, as long as no checks are returned to the center for non-payment.  There will be a late fee of $10 for each day that payments are received late.  Repeated late payments may be grounds for termination.

State Aid
Kids Ahoy will accept State aid payments from the Family Support and Children’s Division (FSD).  However, the parents will be responsible for any amount of tuition or fees that are not paid by the state. There is not a discount for multiple children. 
Hours of Operation
Normal hours of operation are 5am to 6pm.Monday - Friday.  The center will offer full and part-time care, half-day, hourly, and before and after school age care. Holiday hours are described below. We must maintain State ratio requirements at all times.
Hourly Kids or Parents schedule changes will be accepted only if there is a position open that day, and they will be accepted on fist come, first serve basis.  Hourly care is to be scheduled in as much advance notice as possible and upon available staff.

We maintain an open door policy for parents during center hours.  We would appreciate consideration of children’s schedules when dropping in.

Extended Absence/Vacation
The center is staffed based on the number of children enrolled.  Therefore, we cannot give tuition refunds for days your child is absent.  An exception is made for an extended absence, such as vacations, or prolonged illness of five consecutive days or more.  In these cases, arrangements can be made to hold your child’s place at a charge of half the regular tuition rate.  A maximum of 2 weeks/year.  You must inform us of your plans to utilize the half rate - IN WRITING.   The half tuition must be paid in advance.  Half payment options must be used within each calendar year.  Half payment options may not be used in any situation other than 5 consecutive days of absence and any unused vacation weeks are lost as of Midnight December 31st.  

Emergency Closing and Snow Days
In the event that we must close due to inclement weather or other situations, we will notify parents immediately.  

Any closing will be announced over local media channels: KLPW and KSLQ radio.

In the event that school closes early, tuition for that day will still be due in full.

In the event that the school closes for an emergency, a tuition credit will be given for that day.

Center Rules
No smoking is permitted on the premises.

Children and/or staff may not walk around with food, cups, or bottles.

Respectful treatment of the people, and all property, toys and furniture is expected.  Willful destruction of property will be charged to the parent at the cost to replace the item.

Hitting, pushing, biting, grabbing, kicking, spitting, or pinching other children/infants/adults will not be allowed.  No standing or climbing on chairs or tables.  There will be no use of obscene, derogatory, or disrespectful language.

Discipline
We maintain a positive discipline policy, which focuses on prevention, redirection, love, consistency, and firmness.  We stress two main patterns of behavior: respect for other people and respect for property.  The children are explained the rules of the center frequently, so they are familiar with the guidelines.  Please keep in mind there will be disagreements between children.  Young children, especially, who are not adept at communication; have a hard time expressing their feelings.  Sometimes they hit, throw toys, bite, etc.  Although teaching children appropriate behavior is what we will be doing, remember this behavior is developmentally normal.  We will try to prevent problems, redirect when appropriate, discuss appropriate behaviors, encourage making amen’s when offense involves another person, and sometimes withdraw privileges.

An example would be if a child is misusing a toy, the n the child may not be allowed to use the toy for a particular time.  On occasion a brief time-out or cooling period might be necessary.  A brief, supervised separation from the group may be used based on the guidelines of one (1) minute for each year of the child’s age.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL THERE BE ANY SPANKING, PHYSICAL ABUSE, VERBAL ABUSE, NAME CALLING, OR ISOLATION USED.  NEITHER FOOD NOR SLEEP WILL EVER BE WITHHELD FROM CHILDREN AS A MEANS OF PUNISHMENT.

If a discipline problem arises that does not respond to the above-mentioned techniques, you will be asked to meet for a conference with the teacher and director.  Together, we will try to find a solution.  

Arrivals and Departures
Children are to arrive clean and fed (unless arriving before a mealtime).  If you are picking-up or dropping-off at a designated quiet time please be quiet and as brief as possible.  Children who arrive at quiet time will be expected to remain quiet (read/play quietly) until quiet time is over.

The normal procedure to release the child will be to a parent, or someone else designated by them.  If someone other than the parent will be picking-up the child, please notify the center ahead of time.  A verbal notice is fine on that day if the person is on the list of people who are authorized to pick up your child.  If the teacher does not know them, and the child is too young to recognize the, the teacher will need to ask for identification.  This is simply a measure taken for the child’s protection.

Drop-off and pick-up times are not good times to discuss serious problems.  Teachers will not be comfortable discussing anyone in the presence of children or other parents.  Please feel free to make an appointment or discuss problems with the director.

Clothing/Attire
Children should arrive dressed for play.  We like to have fun!  Having fun involves outdoor play and lots of messy activities, so make sure that your child is dressed appropriately.  You will be expected to supply an art smock to protect clothes from paint or other art materials, and bib to keep stains to a minimum. Please don’t dress your child in nice clothing and expect them to be spotless when you arrive to pick them up.

Clothing should be comfortable and seasonally appropriate for outdoor play.  Make sure to include hats, mittens, boots, and coats for cold weather.

Personal Belongings
The center would prefer that children do not bring toys from home unless it is something that can be shared with the entire group (I.e. Books, video, etc.)  Exceptions to this policy will be a child’s favorite sleepy toy for nap time only, and toys brought for show and tell activities.

Supplies
Parents must supply the following items:

Infants: Diapers, wipes, bottles, formula, bibs, pacifier, nasal syringe, blanket for rest tine, crib sheet for rest time, and a complete change of clothes, (any other personal items you wish you’re infant to have).  All personal items, including bottles must be labeled with your child’s name.

Toddlers: Diapers, pull-ups, wipes, pacifier, bib, and bedroll purchased from Kids Ahoy for rest, art smock, toothbrush and toothpaste, and complete change of clothes, (any other personal items you wish your toddler to have).  All personal items, including bottles must be labeled with child’s name.

Preschoolers: A complete change of clothes, art smock, bedroll purchased from Kids Ahoy for rest time.  All items need to be labeled with your child’s name.
Daily Schedule
A Daily schedule is on display in your child’s class showing their activities and curriculum.  If you would like a copy, ask your child’s teacher.

Curriculum:

Kids Ahoy will be utilizing the Creative Curriculum learning program.  This program is designed for each individual age group beginning with Toddlers and ending with Pre K children.  The program offers pre-planned lessons for the teachers to use.  The plans incorporate child initiated and teacher directed activities.  Activities are designed to develop and encourage children at their level.  Children are encouraged to participate in all activities.

Each month, the classes have a different theme for the month, a few letters, numbers, shapes, and a color to focus on; however, they will review all concepts regularly.  Television will be used no more than one hour a day, if at all.  Viewing will be limited to PBS, Child friendly or educational-style videos.  Teachers will monitor all television viewing.

If you have questions regarding your child’s classroom, please ask the teacher or director.
Meals
Once children begin to eat table food, all food will be provided.  Breakfast, lunch, and supper will be served at appropriate times with snacks between each meal.  Menus will be posted on the bulletin board at the front entrance, at the beginning of each week.  Please do not bring food, drinks, etc., from home unless otherwise requested.

Parents of infants will need to supply all formula, breast milk, and baby food.  

If your child has allergies, and requires a modified diet, the center must be notified of this in writing.  The center will 
need to have a physician’s written instructions describing any foods the child is not permitted to eat.

Diapering
Infants and toddlers will be checked every 60 min, or sooner if odor is apparent.

Toilet Training
Toilet training will be done at the child’s own pace.  It will be done in a relaxed manner with the support of the family.  The child should be at least 2.5 years of age, and must be showing signs of readiness.  Children will not be trained in the 0-24 month Room due to lack of proper toileting facilities.
Nap/Quiet Time
There will be a designated nap/rest time each day.  All children must either nap or rest at this time.  School-age children will not be required to sleep, only to take a break for the quiet time.

Parent Involvement
There will be times and ways you can get involved in your child’s daily experiences.  You are welcome and encouraged to participate in any or all of these.  Some examples of ways to be involved include:

· Chaperoning on field trips.

· Lending objects for units of study.

· Coming and talking about your job, when asked.

· Helping your child at home with concepts we are studying.

· Helping your child prepare for “Show and Tell”.

· Helping to provide treats or other items for parties.

· Reading to children.

· Helping with lunchtime, and eating with your child.

· Attending your child’s birthday party.

Birthday Parties
Birthdays are a special time and we like to celebrate it on that day; if it falls on a weekend we will celebrate your child’s birthday on the first day after, or the last day before class.  The parents may provide the treat on their child’s special day.  Due to state regulations, only store bought pre-packaged treats may be shared with everyone.

Sick Policy
According to State Regulations children who are ill with a fever over 100 degrees must be picked up as soon as possible. If children exhibit any of the following symptoms, they must be sent home: 

1. Diarrhea—more than one (1) abnormally loose stool. If a child has one (1) loose stool, s/he shall be observed for additional loose stools or other symptoms; 2. Severe coughing—if the child gets red

or blue in the face or makes high-pitched croupy or whooping sounds after coughing; 3. Difficult or rapid breathing (especially important in infants under six (6) months); 4. Yellowish skin or eyes; 5. Pinkeye—tears, redness of eyelid lining, irritation, followed by swelling or dis-charge of pus; 6. Unusual spots or rashes; 7. Sore throat or trouble swallowing; 8. An infected skin patch (es)—crusty, bright yellow, dry or gummy areas of the skin; 9. Unusually dark, tea-colored urine; 10. Grey or white stool; 11.FeveroveronehundreddegreesFahrenheit(100°F)by mouth or ninety-nine degrees Fahrenheit (99°F) under the arm; 12. Headache and stiff neck; 13. Vomiting more than once; and 14. Severe itching of the body or scalp, or scratching of the scalp. These may be symptoms of lice or scabies. 

 Parents will be notified immediately. Children must be fever free for at least 24 hours before they can return.

Also it is required by State for each child to have regularly updated immunization records.
 Parents should be aware that it is possible that some children in the center may have Religious exemptions which means they have chosen not to have their children immunized. There is a State required form for those who want Religious exemptions. Please contact the director if you have any further questions.  
Medications
Parents will provide any medications needed by the child, including over the counter and prescription medication.  Written authorization is needed for the center to administer ANY medication, prescription or over the counter.  All medications shall be in the original containers and labeled with the child’s name, instructions for administration, including the times, and amounts for dosages and the physician’s name.  This may include sample medication provided by a physician. All medications and Equipment should be taken home when prescribed duration is over. Center is not responsible for medical equipment or medicines left at the center.  
Medical Emergencies
Minor injuries will receive appropriate first aid, washing, Band-Aid, and a report.  If any accident, injury or illness occurs, you will be contacted as soon as possible.  If necessary your child will be taken to the nearest hospital where you will be asked to meet us.  If you are not going to be at your usual place of employment or contact number, please make sure that the center has a number where you can be reached. 

Parents are responsible for all costs involved in emergency medical treatment, including emergency transportation if necessary.  Kids Ahoy will not be liable for any sickness/injury to either parent/guardian or child while on these premises, or while the child is in the company of the provider during field trips or outings.

Field Trips
Occasionally, we may have the opportunity to take a field trip.  We welcome parents who choose to participate in the trips.  Parents may be requested to provide a car seat for the day.  A packed lunch from the center will be provided for each child attending the field trip.  You will be required to sign a permission slip that we will carry with us (including attached pictures of the child).  In the event of an emergency away from the center, your child will be cared for and you will be notified.

Transportation
1.  Your child will be transported only in an automobile in safe operating condition that is covered by insurance and operated by a safe driver with a class E license.

2.  Your child will at all times be in a seat belt or other protective device suitable for his or her age and weight.

3.  There will be occasional field trips.  There will be at least one adult for every four children.  Additional fees or equipment will be included on permission slips.  You will be notified of any field trips in advance.

Withdraw Policy
We reserve the right to terminate for the following reasons:

· Failure to pay

· Failure to complete the required forms

· Lack of parental cooperation

· Failure of child to adjust to the center after a reasonable amount of time

· Physical or verbal abuse of any person or property

· Lack of compliance with handbook regulations

· Serious illness of child

· Care of a child may be discontinued if the provider and the parent(s) can not establish a mutually satisfactory working relationship.
· It is determined that the Center cannot meet the physical or social needs of the child.
We would appreciate as much notice as possible when withdraw is necessary. Parents are required to give two weeks written notice when they decide to withdraw the child-center contract.  The two weeks will be paid in full, regardless of whether or not the child is in attendance.  Kids Ahoy will also give 2 weeks notice if child/children need to be withdrawn. Parent will be liable for all outstanding balances and agree to pay for all collection and attorney fee’s should they be necessary. 
Miscellaneous
1.  Any changes in personal address or phone number will be given to provide r as soon as possible.  Names and phone numbers on emergency forms will be kept current.

2.  Note that your child will be released to persons other than the parent or legal guardian only if their name appears on your signed emergency form.  In case of an emergency, a phone call from you will suffice as long as the person picking up the child shows identification.

3.  All possible care is taken to provide a safe and healthy environment; however, children do have accidents.  In case of an accident, the staff will tend to the child and notify parent in writing.  In case of emergency, staff will call 911 and notify the parent.

4.  Kids Ahoy is a mandated reporter of suspected child abuse.  Your child’s welfare will ALWAYS come first.  Kids Ahoy will consult you if possible.  Please understand that we have few options.

5.  Any person picking up your child in an impaired condition (in my estimation inebriated or on drugs) will be encouraged to allow us to find alternate transportation.  Kids Ahoy cannot legally withhold a child from a legal guardian, but if we feel a child is in jeopardy, we will not hesitate to call the police.

6.  Open communication is the key to a happy long relationship between child care provider and child care family.  Please do not ever hesitate to contact the owner or director about anything that affects the well being of your child.

Revisions to Handbook and Contract
There may be a revision to this handbook and the accompanying contract.  A new contract will be signed for all families each year.  We reserve the right to make changes in rates and policies, as we deem necessary.  You will be notified, in writing, of any changes that may occur.  Every attempt will be made to give at least two weeks notice of changes.

Topic: State Assistance

We accept State Assistance from DFS with the following guidelines.

· We must have a copy of your approval letter before you care starts.

· You are responsible for the full cost of care that the State does not cover. 

· You must by state regulations sign you child in daily in the State Attendance book found at the entrance. The sign in sheet must be completely filled out with all information requested on the sheet. (See Director for Assistance.)

If you need to start care before official notification of state assistance has come you can do so with the following stipulations.  

· You are liable for all charges not covered by DFS

· Your first two weeks you will be charged the full sliding fee for the age of your child.

· Your Second two weeks you will pay the amount State would pay us as a daily rate for the age of your child.

· After 4 week you will owe the full Tuition rate we charge for your child!!!

We will credit your account for any charges you have from us that the state backdates.

We have no access or information to the State Approval Process.

Please make sure that you give them all of the requested paper work in a timely manner both when applying and renewing coverage. If you don’t they will make you start again and you will lose coverage for up 30 days in most cases.

 We are happy to assist you and help guide you through this process but the responsibility is yours to keep DFS informed of your assistance.

INFANT SAFE SLEEP POLICY

Facility Name: Kids Ahoy Learn and Care Center LLC                                             Facility DVN: 001939382

Date Adopted: 12/23/2015

Purpose: The purpose of the Safe Sleep Policy is to maintain a safe sleep environment that reduces the risk of sudden infant death syndrome (SIDS) and sudden unexpected infant deaths (SUIDS) in children less than one year of age. Missouri law (§ 210.223.1, RSMo.) requires all licensed child care facilities that provide care for children less than one year of age to implement and maintain a written safe sleep policy in accordance with the most recent safe sleep recommendations of the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP). Missouri child care licensing rules require licensed child care facilities to provide parent(s) and/or guardians(s) who have infants in care be provided a copy of the facility’s safe sleep policy. 

Sudden infant death syndrome is the sudden death of an infant less than one year of age that cannot be explained after a thorough investigation has been conducted, including a complete autopsy, an examination of the death scene, and a review of the clinical history. 

Sudden unexpected infant death is the sudden and unexpected death of an infant less than one year of age in which the manner and cause of death are not immediately obvious prior to investigation. Causes of sudden unexpected infant death include, but are not limited to, metabolic disorders, hypothermia or hyperthermia, neglect or homicide, poisoning, and accidental suffocation. 

Child care providers can maintain safer sleep environments for infants that help lower the chances of SIDS. Our goal is to take proactive steps to reduce the risk of SIDS in child care and to work with parents to keep infants safer while they sleep. To do so, this facility will practice the following safe sleep policy: 

Safe Sleep Practices 
1. Infants will always be placed on their backs to sleep. When, in the opinion of the infant's licensed health care provider, an infant requires alternative sleep positions or special sleeping arrangements, the provider must have on file at the facility written instructions, signed by the infant's licensed health care provider, detailing the alternative sleep positions or special sleeping arrangements. Caregivers will put the infant to sleep as specified in the written instructions. 

2. When infants can easily turn from their stomachs to their backs and from their backs to their stomachs, they shall be initially placed on their backs, but shall be allowed to adopt whatever positions they prefer for sleep. The American Academy of Pediatrics recommends that infants are placed on their back to sleep, but when infants can easily turn over from their back to their stomach, they may adopt whatever position they prefer for sleep. We will follow this recommendation by the American Academy of Pediatrics. 

3. Sleeping infants shall have a supervised nap period. The caregiver shall check on the infant frequently during napping or sleeping and shall remain in close proximity to the infant in order to hear and see them if they have difficulty during napping or when they awaken. 

4. Steps will be taken to keep infants from overheating by regulating the room temperature, avoiding excess bedding, and not over-dressing or over-wrapping the infant. Infants should be dressed appropriately for the environment, with no more than one (1) layer more than an adult would wear to be comfortable in that environment

5. All caregivers will receive in-person or online training on infant safe sleep based on AAP safe sleep recommendations. This training must be completed within 30 days of employment or volunteering and will be completed every three years. 

Safe Sleep Environment 
1. Room temperature will be kept at no less than 68°F and no more than 85°F when measured two feet from the floor. Infants are supervised to ensure they are not overheated or chilled. 

2. Infants' heads and face will not be covered during sleep. Infants' cribs will not have blankets or bedding hanging on the slides of the crib. We may use sleep clothing (i.e. sleep sack, sleepers) that is designed to keep an infant warm without the possible hazard of covering the head or face during sleep/nap time. 
3. No blankets, loose bedding, comforters, pillows, bumper pads, or any object that can increase the risk of entrapment, suffocation or strangulation will be used in cribs, playpens or other sleeping equipment. 

4. Toys and stuffed animals will be removed from the crib when the infant is sleeping. When indicated on the Infant and Toddler Feeding and Care Plan or with written parent consent, pacifiers will be allowed in infants’ cribs while they sleep. The pacifier cannot have cords or attaching mechanisms. 
5. Only an individually-assigned safety-approved crib, portable crib, or playpen with a firm mattress and tight-fitting sheet will be used for infant napping or sleeping. 

6. Only one infant may occupy a crib or playpen at one time. 

7. Sitting devices such as car safety seats, strollers, swings, infant carriers, infant slings, and other sitting devices will not be used for sleep/nap time. Infants who fall asleep anywhere other than a crib, portable crib, or playpen must be placed in the crib or playpen for the remainder of their sleep or nap time. 

8. No person shall smoke or otherwise use tobacco products in any area of the child care facility during the period of time when children cared for under the license are present. 

9. Home monitors or commercial devices marketed to reduce the risk of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS) shall not be used in place of supervision while children are napping and sleeping. 

10. All parents/guardians of infants shall be informed of the facility’s written Safe Sleep Policy at enrollment. 

11. To promote healthy development, infants who are awake will be given supervised “tummy time” for exercise and for play.

NOTICE TO PARENTS REGARDING IMMUNIZATIONS 

On August 28, 2015, a new law regarding immunizations went into effect. Section 210.003.7, RSMo. states, “All public, private, and parochial day care centers, preschools, and nursery schools shall notify the parent or guardian of each child at the time of initial enrollment in or attendance at the facility that the parent or guardian may request notice of whether there are children currently enrolled in or attending the facility for whom an immunization exemption has been filed. Beginning December 1, 2015, all public, private, and parochial day care centers, preschools, and nursery schools shall notify the parent or guardian of each child currently enrolled in or attending the facility that the parent or guardian may request notice of whether there are children currently enrolled in or attending the facility for whom an immunization exemption has been filed. Any public, private, or parochial day care center, preschool, or nursery school shall notify the parent or guardian of a child enrolled in or attending the facility, upon request, of whether there are children currently enrolled in or attending the facility for whom an immunization exemption has been filed.” 

In accordance with Section 210.003.7, RSMo., the parent or guardian of a child enrolled in or attending Kids Ahoy Learn and Care Center may request notice of whether there are any children enrolled at our facility with an immunization exemption on file. If you would like to request this information, please contact the Director and the information will be provided to you. Please note, the name or names of individual children are confidential and will not be released. Our response will be limited to whether or not there are children enrolled at our facility with an immunization exemption on file.
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
