Deputy Sheriff Report

The Deputy was not able to attend and there was no information submitted.
Road Department

Superintendent Karn reported on Road Department activities and expenses.

The Ford truck was sent to Buckeye to get serviced.  It was running rough and the brakes needed checked.  New injectors were installed.

The brakes on the other truck were acting up and it needed a new starter.  The same truck is setting at Sandy Lane because it blew a left front steering tire for an unknown reason.  New tires are being delivered tomorrow morning.  The truck is locked and secured.

The new pickup was delivered the plow was installed.  Superintendent Karn stated they

were glad to have it with the bad weather over the weekend due to the issues with the

other trucks.     
The Department received a call from a woman who works for Homecare at a home on

Harrisburg-Georgesville Road.  The woman stated she blew a tire on a drain on a

Township road.  Karn stated it was not a drain but a “memory box” installed in the roadway for survey points.  It apparently filled with water and popped raised up.  The County Engineer’s office was notified as they are the ones whom install them.

Fire Department

Chief Taylor reported on Fire Department activities and expenses.

There have been 55 runs so far this month. 
Engine 231 was out of service for several days for possible coolant in the transmission.  Inspection found no coolant but it was suggested a transmission fluid change be done.

Medic 231 was involved in a minor accident where the unit slid off a driveway and struck a tree stump, causing damage to the rear step bumper.  The repairs were made in house.
The Department is awaiting word from Magne-Grip as to when the ventilation system will be installed.  It was noted they are just entering the 90-120 days that was quoted

for installation timelines.

Physio Control was in last Monday and programmed the new Life-Pac 15 monitor.  It is now in service and the LP-12 has been removed from E-231.
The Department had an airway lab here at the station Friday.  Nine of the ten full-time members were present as well as a few part-time.  The Chief thanked Ohio Health for conducting the training and to Trustee Sheets and the Frozen Food Locker in Washington Court House for supplying the pig lungs.
The crews are busy completing the annual inventory.  The Apparatus Committee is in place and will be having a meeting next week.  
It was noted the Department had a relatively uneventful weekend, given the weather.  Crews ran a few calls on Sunday but Saturday was very quiet.  Additional personnel 
were in place Saturday but with the forecast changing they cancelled additional staffing on Sunday.
Old Business
Trustee Good reported on the latest update information for the health insurance litigation.  It was stated the latest information from Mark Stemm is if the Township is even tentatively interested in settling directly with JHP outside of the receivership, based on 41.1 cents on the dollar demanded, he needs to hear before January 31, 2019.  The JHP wants to know who is interested and who is not.  Each entity will make its own decision.
Trustee Good stated she has an insurance meeting with Mr. Jim Organ to discuss new insurance coverage on January 28th at 3:00 p.m.

It was reported the ongoing problem on Wahl Court is being addressed by Mr. Paul Ebert, Code Enforcement Officer.  Ebert’s update to Trustee Hunter was he had spoken with the property owner’s son twice on Monday.  Mr. Ebert had been informed the 

truck and one vehicle have been removed and by the first of next week the property will be in compliance.  Ebert will do a re-inspection on Tuesday.  
Trustee Hunter stated the Board has a grievance they received and will have an Executive Session tonight to discuss it.
New Business

Trustee Hunter has received paperwork from Mr. Scott Belcastro saying it is time to renew the Township’s electric aggregation certification with the PUCO that needs submitted by the end of the month.

Fiscal Officer Wilkins stated unfortunately the audit was not completed until the end of December and that she had contacted ADP and Fifth Third bank the first week of January about how to proceed in setting up direct deposit.  Wilkins stated that due to her being
unfamiliar with the process, various questions and/or information was being gathered on

how to get direct deposit set up.
Various comments and statements were made by the Union representatives and Fiscal Officer Wilkins.
