Matt Ryan wins in thrilling final 13 – 10 against Matt Pinel

With 42 club members entering this years competition it was necessary to have a preliminary round, which was held on 19th June, this saw 8 players qualify for the main competition in addition to the 24 seeded players, held on the 26th June with 8 groups of 4.

This year due to the number on entrants decided to seed players for the draw, Group 1 top seed Brian Harris recovered from a defeat against Alice Ibitson to just win the group over Alice and Andrew Le Breton all with 2 wins. Group 2 top seed and last years finalist David Siouville fell at the first hurdle after losing to Division 2 player David Spencer, but Ian Foster was the group winner with 3 wins.
Group 3 saw another shock result as Paul Le Moine beat Toby Northern but David Ibitson went through with 3 wins, Group 4 saw top seed Callum Stewart finish bottom without a win as preliminary qualifier Stefan Riccio won the group winning all 3 matches.  Another top seed went out as cup holder Andrew Bellamy lost to group winner Keith Pinel.

Group 6 continued the trend with Division 1 player Brendan Jones beating Ross Payne 11 - 4 to win the group, Matt Ryan and Matt Pinel though restored some normality to the proceedings winning their respective groups, although Matt Ryan did lose to newcomer and Division 3 player Nathan Wheller.

The quarter finals saw Matt Pinel demolish dad Keith 13 – 1, David Ibitson overcame Ian Foster 13 – 5, Matt Ryan made lite work against Stefan, though Stefan was one of the performers of the day beating many players leagues above him.  Brendan Jones placing was spot on end after end resulting in another shock win over Premier league player Brian Harris.

Semi Finals saw Brendan push Matt Pinel all the way just losing 13 – 10, and doubles partners David Ibitson and Matt Ryan had to face each other with Matt’s firing outdoing David’s placing.

Well as the title states Matt Ryan beat Matt Pinel in the final with a very fine margin as they both placed and fired with almost perfect precision.

The player of the day though has to be Brendan who capped an excellent tournament with a 13 – 7 win over David Ibitson to seal 3rd place and a bronze medal
