Definitions:

Building and Accessibility Standards Act. In the context of the Code:
Minor alteration means a stand-alone project for which a permit is required:
often isolated or small in scope;
e does not involve structural elements;
e does not impact systems in other areas of the building;
e does not affect the operation of the fire alarm or sprinkler systems; and,
e does not make the means of egress non-compliant with the Code.

Major alteration means:

e Everything requiring a permit that does not fall under the scope of minor alteration; and,

e Where other systems need to be considered. These systems might be indirectly linked to the alteration
project as the project does not intend to change these systems but their operation or compliance may be
affected by other changes involved in the alteration (e.g., heating system and ventilation system after an
extensive building envelope upgrade).

Competent person means a person, firm, or corporation, acceptable to the local authority, who is knowledgeable
and experienced in the application of the National Building Code of Canada Section 9.36. for the design of buildings
and/or building systems.
Ground oriented dwelling units includes:
traditional individual detached houses with or without a secondary suite;
semi-detached houses or duplexes (doubles) where each house may contain a secondary suite;
row houses without secondary suites; and,
row houses with secondary suites where firewalls are constructed in accordance with NBC Sentence
9.10.11.2.(1).
This means construction and footprint of the base building. The term does not apply to stacked dwelling units or
multiple unit residential buildings other than those specifically mentioned above.
Other project types, means any project not related to ground-oriented dwelling units.
This includes the entire base building and any interior construction completed for occupancy (owned or tenant
improvements/fitout).
